SCOPE AND CONTENT

The materials in this collection document some of the interests and activities of James M.
Banovetz, primarily during the 1970’s and 1980’s. The collection is organized into two series:
NIU Activities (1969-1986), and Consulting Work (1967-1991). Of particular interest in the
second series is material relating to the 1970 lllinois Constitutional Convention, including
reports on the convention done in 1986; material relating to the study considering
consolidating the units of government in the Quad Cities area of lllinois, 1986-1988, including
transparencies for a program Banovetz presented; and material relating to the Financial
Advisory Board overseeing the fiscal crisis in East St. Louis, lllinois from 1988 to 1991. There
are no records in this collection relating to the Political Science Department or the Division of
Public Administration at NIU. The first two folders in the collection contain materials written by
and about Dr. Banovetz, including newspaper clippings.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

James M. Banovetz was born January 24, 1937 in Forsyth, Montana, and raised in Duluth,
Minnesota. He received his B.A. degree from the University of Minnesota in Duluth in 1959,
and both his Masters Degree (1961) and his Ph.D. (1963) from the University of Minnesota in
Minneapolis. In 1962, while working on his Ph.D., he began his teaching career as an
Instructor in the Political Science Department. Upon graduation in 1963 Banovetz came to
NIU as an Assistant Professor, and also served as Director of the Graduate Program in Public

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Administration from 1964-1966. He spent the next three years at Loyola University in Chicago
as Associate Professor, and also was the Director of the Center for Research in Urban
Government from 1966-1968. Banovetz returned to Northern in 1969 where he continued to
teach until his retirement in December 1997. During his tenure at NIU he served as chairman
of the Department of Political Science from 1972-1979, Director of the Division of Public
Administration from 1979-1997, and also was Director of the Center for Governmental Studies
from 1969-1972, and 1979-1980. Banovetz was faculty chair of the Academic Planning
Committee (1969-1972); and sat on a number of committees including one to consider the
establishment of an educational program in police science (1969-1971), and one to develop a
masters level program in legal studies (1972-1976).

In addition to his teaching career, Banovetz has been quite active in the real world of public
administration. These activities include: his work on the Governor's Commission on Urban
Area Government (1967-1973); work with the Governor’s Constitutional Convention Study
Committee (1969-1970) and the 1978-1979 referendum on another constitutional convention;
membership on the Community Service & Continuing Education Council (1969-1973); his work
to study the consolidation of the lllinois units of government in the Quad Cities area (1986-
1988); and his membership on the East St. Louis Financial Advisory Board, appointed by the
governor to respond to the bankruptcy of that city (1988-1991).

Banovetz is a member of many professional organizations including the National Association
of Schools of Public Affairs and Administration, the American Society for Public
Administration, International City Management Association, the lllinois Association for
Graduate Programs in Public Administration (which he founded), and the Phi Alpha Alpha
National Honorary Society. He has written or edited several books including: Governing lllinois
(1991), Managing Local Government: Cases in Decision Making (1998,1990), and Small Cities
and Counties: A Guide to Managing Services (1993, 1984).

He continued his education at the University of Chicago and
the University of Wisconsin where he completed an M.A. in anthropology/history (Chicago,
1950) and Master of Library Science (Wisconsin, 1958). Prior to his appointment as the first
archivist for Northern lllinois University, Bauxar worked as an archaeologist in Nebraska, as an
ethnohistorian at the University of Tennessee, and as a librarian at Rockford College,
Rockford, lllinois. By 1964, Joseph Bauxar came to Northern's campus well qualified to head
the newly created post of University Archivist. With his arrival, NIU began its first full-fledged
program to preserve information on the history, organization, and administration of the
University. Retiring in August of 1979, Bauxar continued to assist the new University Archivist,
Glen Gildemeister, on a part-time basis until June 1980.

Mr. Bauxar was an active participant and member of the following organizations: Society of
American Archivists; lllinois Archaeological Survey; DeKalb County Corn Club; lllinois Place-
Name Committee; Midwest Archives Conference; lllinois Junior Academy of Science; lllinois
Association for the Advancement of Archaeology; DeKalb County Historical Society; DeKalb
Landmarks Commission; DeKalb Genealogical Society.

SCOPE AND CONTENT

The papers of Jack Bennett date from 1946 to 2009 and primarily document his career in the
Biology Department at NIU. Included here is information on his participation in the Association
of Midwest College Biology Teachers, on his various research grants, and the BSCS journal.
Dr. Bennett also relates the history of the biology club, the origin of Phi Sigma at NIU and the
local chapter of the American Institute of Biological Sciences. There is also a history of the
adult education course “The Human Enterprise.” Articles and obituaries on many of the NIU
biology faculty are also located here, as well as information concerning the dismissal of Dr. L.
Verdelle Clark, and documentation of the Emil Roy dismissal case from Bennett’'s viewpoint as
president of the local faculty union. Researchers interested in faculty unions should also see
the Faculty Records Collection, UA 19.

Bennett's correspondence to his parents in 1946 relates his experience with the military and
military hospitals. The remainder of the correspondence is primarily from his parents Leah
and Cecil, and covers the period 1951 until Leah’s death in 1982. Researchers interested in
Jack’s interest in airplanes should also see Regional Collections RC 272 - Civil Air Patrol
DeKalb Area Composite Squadron #11271; RC 306 - DeKalb Taylor Municipal Airport
Advisory Board Collection; and RC 310 - B-J Aviation, Inc. Records.

During his years as a professor at NIU, Jack Bennett also took an active role in the Arboretum
Controversy during the mid 60s and early 70s. Along with several students and faculty,
Bennett fought to preserve the small woodland area that is now home to Montgomery Hall and
the Psychology/Computer Science building on campus. His records include: his personal
correspondence, petitions, committee resolutions, a scrapbook, and news articles related to
the Arboretum Controversy.

After Jack Bennett retired from NIU in 1990, he continued to be an active member of the
science community in lllinois. Bennett worked closely with public schools and with the lllinois
State Board of Education (ISBE) to promote the teaching of evolution in classes. During the
late 80s and early 2000s, Bennett was actively involved in several pro-evolutionary
organizations and attended several ISBE meetings on the lllinois Learning Standards. His
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paper include correspondence from various colleagues, friends, and pro-evolution
organizations. Also included are his personal notes, as well as his commentary of the 1997
lllinois Learning Standards hearing. In his papers are a small collection of ISBE materials,
booklets, and various publications and news articles about the evolutions/creationist debate.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

Cecil Jackson “Jack” Bennett was born on October 4, 1927 in Eau Claire, the son of Leah and
Cecil H. Bennett, and raised in Augusta, Wisconsin. Jack received his B.S. from the
University of Wisconsin [Madison] in 1949, his M.A. from Washington University [St. Louis] in
1953, and his Ph.D. in 1959 from the University of Wisconsin. He began his career at
Northern lllinois University in 1957 as an Assistant Professor of Biological Sciences and
became an Associate Professor in 1962 and a full Professor in 1975. For two summers (1963
and 1964) he was a Visiting Assistant Professor at Washington University School of Medicine.
Bennett belonged to a number of professional organizations, holding offices in many of them.
He also published many journal articles, abstracts and notes and did a number of professional
reviews.

Dr. Bennett is also a licenced pilot, built his own airplane, and was a member of the Civil Air
Patrol. He married Katherine “Kitty” Wilson in 1951, and they had two children Scott Jackson
in 1952, and Carroll Anne in 1955. Bennett later married Donna Fenwick in 1974. He retired
from Northern lllinois University in August of 1990 and as of 2009 still resides in DeKalb.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

Ralph H. Bowen was born on September 21, 1919 in Bellows Falls, Vermont. He received his
A.B. from Amherst College in Amherst, Massachusetts in 1940, his M.A. from Columbia
University in New York in 1941, and his Ph.D. from Columbia University in 1946.
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Bowen began his career at Columbia College as an Instructor (1946-1948) and became an
Assistant Professor in 1948. From 1956 to 1957 Bowen was an Associate Professor at Elmira
College in Elmira, New York where he stayed for one year. As a Professor at the State
University of New York at Long Island from 1957-1960, he chaired the Social Science
Department his first year. From 1960 to 1985 Dr. Bowen was a Professor at Northern lllinois
University. While teaching at Northern he received the Fulbright Visiting Professorship at the
University of Nantes in Nantes, France from 1967 to 1969 and acted as Chairperson of the
History Department from 1962 to 1963.

Bowen was the author and translator of many books and articles. Among his credits is the
book, German Theories of the Corporative State. He was also co-author and co-editor of
Introduction to Contemporary Civilization in the West, Chapters in Western Civilization, and
Man in Contemporary Society.

Bowen was active in many organizations on campus and in the community. He was a
member of the American Federation of Teachers, Coalition of United Professors, and United
Professors of lllinois, as well as, the lllinois Citizens' Committee for Teachers Education, State
Teacher Certification Board, and the DeKalb Fine Arts Association.

Dr. Bowen retired from Northern lllinois University in 1985 and moved to Vermont.

SCOPE AND CONTENT

The papers in this collection document the life and career of Waldo W. Burchard from 1942 to
1985. The collection is organized into five series: personal papers (1935-1975); college
materials and professional associations (1947-1981); Northern lllinois University department
administration (1958-1981); NIU classroom and teaching (1958-1982); research and
publications (1950-1976). The first folder in the collection contains biographical material. The
second folder contains Burchard's obituary and notes from the memorial service.

Papers in series one are personal and contain a volume of poetry written by Burchard, "Poems
Writ by Hand." Also in this series are World War || mementos.

The second series contains papers from Burchard's years in college. These papers include
class notes and papers. Also included are papers from his years as a faculty member before
coming to Northern lllinois University. This series documents Burchard's involvement with
several professional associations. Included are constitutions, minutes of meetings,
newsletters, and business papers.

The third series contains papers that relate to Burchard's administrative career and with his
role as chair of the Sociology Department. The series contains departmental records
concerning business affairs, graduate degree programs, and committees. There are also
reprints of professional papers requested by Burchard over the years.

Series four documents Burchard's teaching. This series contains class lecture notes for
several sociology classes. Also included are papers documenting Burchard's interest in
various aspects of the university and the city of DeKalb.

Professor Burchard's research and publications may be found in the final series in this
collection. Correspondence with publishers and requests for reprints are included. The main
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portion of this series is devoted to copies of papers written by Waldo Burchard. "The Role of
the Military Chaplain," an article developed from a jury study, and a study of the reactions of
the public to the assassination of John F. Kennedy give a good overview into Dr. Burchard's
research methods and writing styles.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

Waldo Wadsworth Burchard was born November 28, 1916 in Santanta, Kansas. Burchard
received his B.A. in Sociology and Philosophy (1949), M.A. in Sociology and Anthropology
(1951), and his Ph.D. in Sociology (1953) from the University of California, Berkeley. On May
24, 1945, he married Rachael Caroline Ballenger. They had four children, a son and three
daughters. Burchard served in the U.S. Marines Corps during World War |l and attained the
rank of commissioned warrant officer.

Professor Burchard was a member of faculties at the University of Denver (1952-1953);
University of Kansas (1953-1955); Washburn University, Topeka, Kansas (Summer, 1955);
Hollins College, Virginia (1955-1958), and at Northern lllinois University from 1958 until his
retirement in 1978. At Northern, Burchard served as Head, Department of Social Science
(1959-1961), and as Head, Department of Sociology and Anthropology (1961-1968).

An avid researcher, Burchard published throughout his career and was a member of several
professional associations. He was founding president of the lllinois Sociological Association, a
member of the executive council of the Ohio Valley Sociological Society, and a member of the
board of directors of the Midwest Sociological Society. An author of many articles, Burchard
published pieces in American Sociologist, Sociological Review, Midwest Sociologist, Social
Forces, and Sociology and Social Research. Waldo Burchard is credited as the first scholar to
introduce the concept of role conflict as a sociological phenomenon into sociological theory.

Born in 1896, Ruth Shonle Cavan earned the Ph.B. (1921), M.A. (1923), and Ph.D. (1926)
degrees from the University of Chicago. After completing her doctoral work in sociology, Dr.
Cavan worked on the staff of the Religious Education Association in Chicago, lllinois (1926-
1930), and attended a W hite House Conference on children, assisting the Sub-Committee on
the Function of Home Activities in the Education of a Child (1930).

By 1935 Professor Cavan joined the faculty at Rockford College, Rockford, Illinois, and in
subsequent years became Professor Emeritus of Sociology.

During most of her academic career, Professor Cavan was active in national and international
organizations concerned with the study of significant social disorders. She held the following
positions: Research Assistant in a joint study program between University of Chicago and
Institute for Juvenile Research (1934-36); Staff member of American Youth Commission,
American Council on Education, 1939-40; Assistant District Supervisor, Work Progress
Administration, 1941-42; Research Associate, Sub-Committee on Social Adjustment in Old
Age, Social Science Research Council, 1944-46; Research Associate, Committee on Human
Development, University of Chicago, 1944-1945. In 1964, Professor Cavan came to Northern
lllinois University as a distinguished teacher, writer and social scientist. She retired from the
University in 1971 and continued to contribute to her discipline and her com munity in research
and writing until her death in September, 1993.

Author of research reports and textbooks on the family and criminology Ruth Cavan published
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more than seventy articles in professional journals. She was a member of the American
Sociological Association, the Midwest Sociological Association (President 1960-61), the lllinois
Sociological Association, the National Council on Family Relations (Board member), lllinois
Council on Family Relations (President 1965), the Groves Conference on Marriage and the
Family, the Society for the Study of Social Problems, the National Council on Crime and
Delinquency, the lllinois Academy of Criminology, the American Society of Criminology, the
International Society of Criminology, and the National Historical Communal Societies
Association (Board Member, 1975-1979).

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

Birchard Coar, born in 1892, received his A.B. degree (1920) from DePauw University, and his
M.S. (1928), Mus.D. (1940) and Ph.D. (1952) from the University of Edinburgh, Scotland.
After spending nine years with high school music departments in Indiana and Michigan and
two years as acting head of the music department at Ball State Teacher's College, Birchard
Coar came to Northern lllinois State Teacher's College.

During his years at Northern, Coar held the following positions: Director of Band and
Orchestra, Assistant Professor in Music, 1932-1942; Associate Professor, Department of
Music and Director of Band and Orchestra, 1942-1949; Associate Professor, Department of
Music, 1949-1953; Professor, Department of Music, 1953-1960.

In 1952, Dr. Coar completed a comprehensive book dealing with the French horn which traced
the development of the instrument and discussed methods of giving instruction. Professor
Coar also was a member of the lllinois Education Association and Phi Kappa Lambda
honorary society in music.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

John Collins was born November 14, 1902 in Anaconda, Montana. Brought back at an early
age to his widowed mother's home town, LaGrange, lllinois, he graduated from Lyons
Township High School and went on to study classics, literature, and history at the University of
lllinois (1922-1926) and Cornell (1927). His only formal degree was a Ph.D. conferred in 1952
by the Goethe University of Frankfurt-am-Main for his dissertation, "Propaganda, Ethics and
Psychological Assumptions in Caesar's Writings." Collins worked in various publishing houses
in New York as an editor and also for R. H. Macy's for about eight years in management.
During World War Il he edited army publications for the Military Service Publishing Co. in
Harrisburg, Pa., then went to Germany as a War Department employee between 1945 and
1949 helping to document the history of the U.S. occupation. Collins taught for the University
of Maryland overseas division and the University of California at Berkeley before joining
Northern's history department in 1961. Collins became an internationally recognized authority
on Julius Caesar. Though not a prolific writer Collins published a number of significant articles
and, with D. A. Saunders, edited and annotated an edition of Mommsen's History of Rome.
Collins received one of NIU's Excellence in Teaching awards in 1967. After retiring from full-
time teaching in 1971 Collins continued to teach part-time until 1978. John H. Collins died
January 8, 1981 at his home in DeKalb, lllinois.

The first series, Personal Materials (1967-1996)
contains Dahlberg’s handwritten journals of daily events from April 1978 thru Sept. 1996. In
addition, there is a folder containing biographical information, a folder containing several of his
published articles, and a folder dealing with his editorship of the 3™ Edition of the Prentice-Hall
World Atlas. Dr. Dahlberg’s Correspondence files make up the second series. These files
(1962-1996) include personal correspondence as well as letters of recommendation and
copies of e-mail messages from 1994-1996. Series three, Syracuse University (1963-1970)
contains material relating to the Geography Department, as well as class material and several
student papers. The fourth series, Northern lllinois University (1970-1996) includes
departmental business, information on NIU’s Cartography Laboratory, as well as examples of
Dahlberg’s classroom materials, reading lists, tests, and student papers. There is extensive
documentation for his GEOG 356 class for the Spring 1996 semester, however it lacks
information for chapters 12 and 15. The final series, Professional Organizations and Activities
(1985-1996) contains information on Dahlberg’s involvement with several professional
organizations including the American Association of Geographers, American Congress on
Surveying and Mapping, International Cartographic Association, and the lllinois Geographic
Information Systems Association. Also included here are files on some of the conferences
and meetings he attended, and his editorship of lllinois GIS and MapNotes. The final item in
this collection is a small stereo viewer made by the Keystone View Company. However, there
are no accompanying view cards. An addendum to the collection contains four books, one
contains an article he co-wrote, one of which he was the series editor, he is mentioned in the
text of the third, and the fourth was a text he used in one of his classes.
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For additional information on Dr. Dahlberg’s career at Northern lllinois University researchers
should also consult the following collections: Faculty Records, and the College of Liberal Arts
and Sciences.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

Richard E. Dahlberg was born August 26, 1928 in Mount Jewett, Pennsylvania. Dahlberg
served as a topographic draftsman for the U.S. Army from 1946 to 1948. While stationed in
Washington, D.C. he began his Geography studies at George Washington University where
he earned his Bachelor of Arts degree in 1950. He continued his studies in the field of
Geography at the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill where he received his master’s
degree in 1952, and attended the University of Wisconsin at Madison from 1952 to 1955,
obtaining his Ph.D. in 1959.

He began his professional career as a lecturer at Southern lllinois University in 1955-1956.
From 1956 to 1962 he was at UCLA, first as an acting assistant professor in the Geography
Department, and then as assistant professor following the attainment of his Ph.D. In the fall of
1962 he became an associate professor at Syracuse University, a position he held until 1970.
In September 1970 Dahlberg came to Northern lllinois University as professor and chairman of
the Geography Department. He followed Dr. Lloyd D. Black who served as the first chairman
of the department when it was established in the fall of 1969. Dahlberg served as chair until
1977. In 1978, in addition to his professorial duties, he became the Director of the NIU
Laboratory for Cartography and Spatial Analysis, and held these positions until his retirement
June 1, 1996. As director of NIU’s Cartography Lab, he helped create the first satellite map of
lllinois. Dahlberg’s research interests included cartographic education, land information
management, satellite image mapping, and environmental information management.

On the university level Dahlberg was a member of the College Council from 1985 to 1989, and
1992-1995, the Faculty Assembly 1989-1990, the University Council 1989-1992, the Faculty
Senate 1990-1992, and the Social Science Research Institute Policy Advisory Board, 1985-
1991.

Dahlberg founded the lllinois Mapping Advisory Committee in 1975 and was its chair for ten
years. He also helped establish and served as president of the lllinois General Information
Systems Association. He was a member and past president of the American Congress of
Surveying and Mapping, president of Land Information Assembly, national director of the
American Society of Photogrammetry and Remote Sensing, a research affiliate of the lllinois
State Geological Survey, a member and co-chair of the Education Committee of the
International Cartographic Association, and a member of the American Association of
Geographers. Dahlberg has done work for the U.S. Geological Survey and the lllinois State
Geological Survey, as well as served as a consultant for Rand-McNally.
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Richard Dahlberg authored or co-authored 50 professional articles, 11 books including Political
Atlas of lllinois, and served as editor of Northern lllinois Mapnotes, lllinois Mapnotes, lllinois
GIS and Mapnotes, Cartography and Geographic Information Systems, and The American
Cartographer. Over the years he received a number of awards for his contributions to the field
of cartography and surveying. In November 1996, shortly before his death, Dahlberg was
recognized by the lllinois GIS Association with its first Distinguished Achievement Award in
recognition of his achievements and the prominence he brought to lllinois cartography.

Dr. Dahlberg and his wife Pat were the parents of four children Patti Widlt, Karen Hegranes,
Erik and John, and have nine grandchildren and two great-grandchildren.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

Frank G. Dickenson, son of Charles and Anna Dickenson, was born June 13, 1899. He
received his A.B. from the University of lllinois in 1921, M.A. from Penn State in 1923, and
Ph.D. in 1927 from University of lllinois. Dickenson taught on the Economics faculty of
University of lllinois 1921-1922, at Penn State 1922-1923, and at University of lllinois from
1923 until 1946. He then served as Director of the Bureau of Medical Economic Research,
American Medical Association in Chicago from 1946 to 1958. His next position was Director of
Study of Philanthropy at the National Bureau of Economic Research in New York City, 1958-
1962. Dickenson came to NIU in September of 1962 and retired in June 1967. He was an
honorary member of Phi Kappa Phi in the field of Home Economics, a member of Delta Chi
social fraternity, the American Economics Association, American Statistical Association,
American Market Association, and served as President of the American Association of
University Teachers of Insurance, 1944-1945.

Dickenson was the originator of the Dickenson Football rating system which was considered to
be the most reliable in the field during the period 1924 to 1940. He was married to Jennie
Ruth Cherrington and had three children, John, Ruth (Fields), and Theodore. Dickenson died
in his home in DeKalb, lllinois on September 22, 1967. For more information see the
biographical information in UA 19.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

Born in 1900, George (Chick) Evans later received his B.A. degree from Des Moines
University, lowa and his M.A. degree from Columbia University. In 1929, after five years of
successful coaching at the high school level in lllinois and lowa, Evans came to Northern
lllinois State Teacher’s College as head football coach and athletic director. Under his
direction, Evans brought in additional staff members and established one of the largest
intramural athletic programs in the Midwest. He also directed the construction of the Northern
Fieldhouse (named George G. “Chick” Evans Fieldhouse in 1974), the football stadium, the
west campus athletic area with grasstex track and tennis courts, and two baseball fields. After
his retirement in 1968, Evans lived in San Diego, California until his death on November 23,
1976.

SCOPE AND CONTENT

The collection contains biographical material, photographs, correspondence and related
memorabilia of Charles Elliott and Sarah Cocks Fouser. Included are materials relating to his
service with the 316" Field Artillery Band. The bulk of this collection consists of musical
scores and concert programs of Charles Elliott Fouser, musician and former member of the
music faculty of Northern lllinois State Teachers College from 1931 to 1946. Original and
printed music scores include the Prairie Symphony, Montana, Sacajawea's Journey, Sonata
for Violin and Piano, Requiem, The Beatitudes, Gloria, | Will Lift Up Mine Eyes, Magnificat,
The Lord's Prayer, Baptismal Blessing, Preface and Sanctus, Te Deum, and Treasure Island
Suite.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

Charles Elliott Fouser was born March 24, 1889 in Beecher, lllinois. During his early years
Fouser attended the Chicago Musical College, the Northwestern School of Music, Tonghunst
Academy in Munich, and the Cincinnati Conservatory of Music. His teachers were Louis Falk,
Adolf Brune, Gustav Geierhaas, Edgar Stillman Kelley, Ernesto Consolo, Karl Keckzeh, and
Herman Sagerer.

In 1917 Fouser married Sarah May Cocks. He began his notable career as a teacher of music
at Northwestern University where he taught from 1917 to 1918 and from 1921 to 1923. He saw
service during World War | with the 316" Field Artillery Band. Fouser was head of music
departments at the State Normal Schools of Wayne, Nebraska (1920-1921) and Cheney,
Washington (1923 to 1929) as well as Supervisor for the music department at the University of
lllinois, Urbana, lllinois (1929-1930).

In 1931 Charles Fouser was appointed Associate Professor of Music at Northern lllinois State
Teacher's College. As a leading musician in a small department, Fouser's musical abilities
contributed to the scope of the curriculum, bringing about an increase in the size of the
department and increasing his influence on university life. Professor Fouser was a faculty
member of the Northern lllinois State Teachers College until his death in 1946. Fouser was
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beloved not only at Northern, but also at the First Methodist Church in DeKalb where he was
organist for the last 12 years of his life.

A brilliant composer of musical works, Charles Fouser's compositions included two
symphonies, two symphonic poems, The Lord's Prayer, The Violin Concerto, A Te Deum, A
Choral Eucharist, The Treasure Island Suite, and The Magnificat. In 1954 to honor his
contributions in music Northern named its music library in Swen Parson Hall after Charles E.
Fouser.

Born in 1913, William P. Froom later received his B.S. (1936) and M.S. (1940) degrees from
Northwestern University and completed his Ed.D. at Indiana University. From 1947 to 1977
William Froom served on the faculty at Northern lllinois University. He held the following
positions: Associate, Department of Public Relations, 1947-1948; Assistant Director of Public
Relations in charge of Radio Publicity, 1948-1949; Assistant Director, Department of Public
Relations, 1949-1951; Instructor and Assistant Director of Public Relations, 1941-1952;
Assistant Professor and Assistant Director of Public Relations, 1952-1955; Assistant Professor
and Acting Director of Regional Services (former title — Department of Public Relations) 1955-
1956; Associate Professor and Director of Regional Services, 1956-1977.

In 1974 the American College Public Relations Association presented Froom with its
“Seasoned Sage Award,” an honor bestowed upon members actively involved in college and
university relations for twenty-five years.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

Born on November 7, 1906, in Trevorton, Pennsylvania, Francis R. Geigle received his
undergraduate degree from Susquehanna University in Sehnsgrove, Pennsylvania (1933). He
continued his education, receiving an M.A. degree (1936) from New York University and an
Ed.D. (1941) from the same institution.

Prior to his appointment at Northern lllinois University, Geigle had nineteen years of teaching
and administrative experience. He was Head of the Department of Business Administration,
Lycoming College, Williamsport, Pennsylvania; Head of the Department of Business
Education and Director of Commercial Teachers Training at Montclair State Teachers College,
Montclair, New Jersey; and Assistant Vice President of First National Bank and Trust
Company, also in Montclair. In 1951, Geigle joined the Northern lllinois University faculty as
head of a newly created business education department.

A recognized leader in teaching, research, and public service, Francis Geigle played a major
role in the growth of a small state teacher’s college into a large university. During his twenty-
three years at NIU, Geigle held the following positions: Head of the Department of Business
Education (1951-1954); Administrative Assistant to the President (1954-1957); Executive Vice
President and Professor of Business Education (1957-1963); Executive Vice President,
Provost, and Professor (1953-1970); Acting President of lllinois State University (1970-1971);
Coordinator of Executive Activities in the College of Business (1971-1972); Vice President for
Development and Alumni Relations (1972-1974). He also served on several committees
including the University Council, the Presidential Staff, the Athletic Board, the Campus Internal
Affairs Committee, the Faculty Handbook Committee, the Graduate Council, the Committee
on Committee Personnel, and the Computer Services Advisory Committee.

The author of numerous articles and reports, Geigle received numerous awards, including the
highest awards given by Phi Delta Kappa professional fraternity, the NIU Alumni Association’s
Outstanding Service Award, and the NIU College of Business Senate Awards. Shortly after
his retirement, Dr. Geigle died on November 15, 1974.

Continuing his education he earned his M.S. degree at the University of
lllinois (1922) and Ph.D. at the University of lowa (1929). Gould joined the Northern faculty in
1927 and later became head of the department of physical sciences which included physics,
chemistry, and geology. He served as department head until 1961 when separate
departments for chemistry and physics were created. After completing thirty-seven years of
service to Northern lllinois University, Gould retired in 1964. He died on January 16, 1984.

Dr. Gould was a member of the lllinois Academy of Science, the DeKalb County Farm Bureau
and the U.S. Chess Federation.

SCOPE AND CONTENT

The collection documents the activities of Professor John R. Hainds as a scholar and author
from 1935 to 1952. Records include correspondence, teaching materials, and class notes.

A major portion of the collection contains materials relating to the publication of Bibliography of
the Published Writings of John Stuart Mill by J. R. Hainds, Ney MacMinn, and James McNab
McCrimmon (1945).

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

J. Robert Hainds was born September 10, 1896 in Brookfield, Missouri. He completed the Ph.
B. (1925) at Shurtleff College and the M.A. (1933) and Ph.D. (1939) degrees at Northwestern
University. In 1940 Hainds came to Northern lllinois State Teacher’s College from
Northwestern University where he had been a faculty member in the Department of English.

Prior to his appointments at Northwestern and Northern lllinois, Hainds held the following
positions: Head of the Department of English and Speech at Gladstone Michigan High School
(1925-1927); Instructor at the Senior High School, Davenport, lowa (1927-1930), Sterling
Morton High School, Cicero, lllinois (1930-1933), and Morton Junior College, Cicero, lllinois
(1933-1937).

During his twenty-six years at Northern, J. Robert Hainds established a brilliant record both in
teaching and administration. Serving as a teacher, graduate school dean, and academic vice
president, he played an important role in the development of Northern from a single purpose
teachers college to a complex university. Dr. Hainds was co-author of Bibliography of the
Published Writings of John Stuart Mill and author of J.S. Mill and St. Simonians and J. S. Mill’s
Examiner Articles. He was a member of Phi Beta Kappa, Sigma Tau Delta, Alpha Delta, and
Phi Delta Kappa, and listed in the Directory of American Scholars (3™ Edition), Who's Who in
Education, Who's Who in Midwest, Who’s Who in America.

In 1962 J. R. Hainds retired from Northern lllinois University as a Professor Emeritus.
Professor Hainds died September 13, 1974.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

Paul E. Harrison (1896-1967), a native of Creston, lllinois, joined the staff at Northern lllinois
State Normal School in 1920. With only a two-year diploma, Harrison continued to study and
in 1926 received his Bachelor of Education degree from Northern lllinois State Teachers
College. Additional study was completed in 1931 when Harrison received his master’'s degree
at Colorado State Teacher’s College.

In 1936 Harrison organized and directed a “Laboratory of Industries” project at Northern, a
specialized education workshop for seventh and eighth grade pupils. Under Harrison’s
direction, a series of booklets for the project units were written and widely used throughout the
United States. By 1951, NIU President Leslie R. Holmes chose Harrison to develop a former
art colony in Oregon, lllinois, into the Lorado Taft Field Campus. There Harrison established
Northern’s pioneer curriculum in outdoor teacher’s education. After serving forty-five years on
Northern’s faculty, Harrison retired in 1965.

EARL W. HAYTER

INTRODUCTION

The Earl W. Hayter Papers were donated to the Northern lllinois University Archives in several
accessions beginning in 1969. Literary rights in all materials which are not under copyright are
dedicated to the public. There are no restrictions on access to the collection.

SCOPE AND CONTENT

The Hayter Papers are organized in four series: personal papers, correspondence, subject
files, and research and publications. Among the personal papers there are many family
photographs, a genealogy, several oral history interviews, social correspondence, and a four
hundred-page autobiography in typescript. Professor Hayter maintained a broad
correspondence with colleagues--both on campus and in the historical profession nation-wide
over the forty years he was active in teaching, research, and publication. Both of his major
publications, The Troubled Farmer and Education in Transition, are well documented in the
collection [copies of these two books are located in UA 33, Box 2]. A copy of every article
published may also be found in the last series.

The only significant gap in the papers relates to Professor Hayter's classroom teaching. There
are a few student research papers found in this collection, but little in the area of lectures,
syllabi, examinations, and class rolls. Overall this is an unusually balanced and strong
collection which documents nearly a half-century of work in academic history. The papers are
especially important to documenting the history of Northern lllinois University.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

Earl Wiley Hayter was born February 25, 1901 near Ridgeway, Ohio. In 1906 his family
migrated to the plains of North Dakota to begin farming. He attended one-room elementary
schools near Bartlett and a high school in Lakota. In 1919 Hayter became a telegrapher for
the Burlington Railroad at various depots across Montana and Wyoming.

In 1922 Hayter resumed his education at Grand Island College in Nebraska and then moved
on to the University of Nebraska where he completed a baccalaureate degree. On June 3,
1927 he married Beulah Dale Overman and commenced three years of public school teaching
back in North Dakota near Bartlett. As the Great Depression set in Hayter went to Grand
Forks to pursue graduate work in history and, after completion of an M.A., he moved on to
Northwestern University in Evanston, lllinois for his doctoral program.

After completing his doctoral degree in 1934 Hayter accepted a teaching position at
McKendree College in southern lllinois. Two years later Dean Romeo Zulauf offered Hayter a
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one-year, temporary appointment at Northern lllinois State Teachers College. Following his
retirement from Northern thirty-three years later, President Rhoten Smith named Hayter
University Historian and commissioned him to write the official history of the University.
Education in Transition: The History of Northern lllinois University, was published in 1974, the

seventy-fifth anniversary of the institution. Professor Hayter died June 8, 1994 at the age of

93.

SCOPE AND CONTENT

The collection documents the professional activities of Charles Everton Howell as a Northern
lllinois University faculty member and administrator from 1942 to 1964. Records include
correspondence, minutes, reports, and publications describing Howell's involvement on
campus boards and committees and his directorship of the Bureau of University Research.
Researchers should note the materials from the Civilian Defense Program and Committees as
they contain important information on NIU student morale during war-time emergency in 1942.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

Charles Everton Howell, a native of Oelwein, lowa, was born in 1899. From 1928 to 1937
Howell attended the University of lowa where he received all three of his degrees including a
doctorate in sociology. After serving as the administrator of an adult education program for
the Tennessee Valley Authority (1934-1936), Howell came to Northern lllinois State Teachers
College.

From 1938 to 1955 Charles Howell served as a full-time faculty member in the Social
Sciences Department. Because of his interests in behavioral sciences, Howell began working
on several committees concerned with social problems such as juvenile delinquency, health,
discrimination, and public welfare both at Northern and throughout the state. Howell also
served on numerous boards and councils including the University Council, Internal Budget
Committee, City Planning Commission, and the Board of Higher Education. In 1956, Howell
was appointed part-time Director of the Bureau of University Research, a newly organized
division responsible for gathering information and releasing statistical reports on NIU students,
staff, and the twenty-one counties in the region. Howell continued to teach courses in
sociology until 1958 when he was named full-time research director for the university. Dr.
Howell retired in October of 1965.

With the exception of correspondence belonging to Eula M. Jandell (1947), most of the
records in this collection document the personal and professional interests of Josephine M.
Jandell, a librarian and faculty member of Northern lllinois State Normal School from 1901 to
1945.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

Josephine M. Jandell was born September 10, 1858 in Marshall, Michigan and came to
Northern lllinois State Normal School as assistant librarian in 1901. Within a few years Jandell
was promoted to head librarian, a position she held until her retirement in 1923. During her
librarianship, Jandell was active in extending the influences of the library through lectures and
book reviews as well as sponsoring literary clubs and societies. By 1921, Miss Jandell was
selected the first Alumni Registrar to handle the growing number of records and business
transactions. Even after her retirement, Josephine Jandell continued to serve on the
Executive Committee for the Alumni Association on campus until 1939. In 1939, the
Association honored Jandell's completion of thirty-eight years of service to the college when
they established a $2500 scholarship in her name. Josephine Jandell died on November 25,
1946.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

Professor Benjamin Keen was born April 25, 1913, and completed his A.B. degree at
Muhlenberg College in 1936. He continued his education at LeHigh University where he
obtained the Master of Arts degree in history (1939) and Yale University where he earned the
Ph.D. (1941). After graduation from Yale he stayed on as an instructor in history from 1943 to
1945, then taught at Amherst (1945-1946), West Virginia University (1946-1956), and Jersey
State College (1956-1959). Professor Keen joined the History Faculty at Northern lllinois
University in 1959 and remained here until his retirement in 1981. A well-known scholar in his
fields of pre-Columbian American history and the social history of colonial Latin America,
Professor Keen lists among his publications: David Curtis DeForest and the Revolution of
Buenos Aires (1947), Readings in American Civilization (1955), Life and Labor in Old Mexico:
The Brief and Summary Relation of Alonso de Zorita (1963), Bartolome de las Casas in
History (DeKalb: NIU Press, 1971). He also translated and edited Jean Hippolyte Maries's
The Spain of Ferdinand and Isabella.

INTRODUCTION

The Gordon C. Kresheck papers were donated to the University Archives on June 6, 1997
upon the retirement of Dr. Kresheck. Literary rights on all materials not under copyright are
dedicated to the public. There are no restrictions on access to the collection.

SCOPE AND CONTENT

The materials in this collection document the career of Gordon C. Kresheck from 1956 to
1997. The collection is organized into five series: Research and Publications (1958-1997);
Professional Associations and Organizations (1962-1996); Departmental and Administrative
Business (1965-1997); Courses and Teaching (1964-1996); and Correspondence (1956-
1997). The first folder in the collection contains vita information, and several other files
contain photographs of Kresheck.

Series one, Research and Publications, contains copies of most of Professor Kresheck'’s
publications, several unpublished papers, correspondence with the publishers, and in some
cases relevant research notes. In addition, this series contains a number of Kresheck'’s
research notebooks dating back to his Ph.D. research, other related research materials,
Fellowship and Grant Requests.

Committees and Organizations, the second series, documents Kresheck'’s involvement with
several professional organizations, including the Rock River Valley Subsection, Chicago
Section, and Great Lakes Region of the American Chemical Society; and the Calorimetry
Conference. Included here are meeting programs, and correspondence, and copies of papers
given by Dr. Kresheck at meetings and symposiums sponsored by these and other groups.

Series three, Departmental and Administrative Business, contains NIU Chemistry Faculty
Meeting Minutes from 1965 to 1997; Center for Biochemical and Biophysical Studies files;
Minority High School Apprentice Program files; Graduate Colloquium Lecture Series programs
and related correspondence; and information on the establishment of Sigma Xl on campus. A
file on parking problems on campus is also included here.

The fourth series, Courses and Teaching, relates to Professor Kresheck’s teaching career.

Included are files containing class notes and exams; examples of student notebooks and
research papers; and various student files.
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Dr. Kresheck’s correspondence files make up the final series in this collection. Nearly all of
the correspondence is related to his work and research. Also included are requests for
references, evaluations, and reviews.

For additional information on aspects of Dr. Kresheck’s career at NIU researchers should also
consult these additional collections: Faculty Records, and the College of Liberal Arts and
Sciences.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

Gordon Charles Kresheck was born in North Tonawanda, New York on September 3, 1933.
He received his B.S. (1955), M.S. (1959), and Ph.D. (1961) degrees in Dairy Technology from
Ohio State University in Columbus, Ohio. Between the B.S. and M.S. degrees he spent two
years aboard a U.S. Navy gasoline tanker operating out of Pearl Harbor. His graduate work
consisted of studies related to the milk acid phosphase system, under the direction of Prof.
W.J. Harper, Dept. of Dairy Technology, and a light scattering study of the effect of elevated
temperatures upon milk proteins and their interactions, under the direction of Prof. Q. Van
Winkle, Dept. of Chemistry.

Upon completion of his studies in 1961 he spent one year as a Research Assistant in the
Nobel Medical Institute, Department of Biochemistry, Stockholm, Sweden, working on the
mechanism of reactivation of heat inactivated milk alkaline phosphase and the conformation of
casein in aqueous solution in Prof. H. Theorell's laboratory. From February thru August 1963
Kresheck was a Visiting Scientist in the Physical Measurements Section of the Proctor and
Gamble Company, Miami Valley Laboratories, Cincinnati, Ohio. This was followed by a two-
year N.I.H. postdoctoral fellowship with Dr. Harold A. Scheraga in the Department of
Chemistry at Cornell University where he studied the hydrophobic bond, as applicable to
proteins. He joined the faculty of Northern lllinois University in 1965. Kresheck was also a
Resident Research Associate in the Chemistry Division of Argonne National Laboratory during
the summer of 1966.

In September of 1975 a Center for Biochemical and Biophysical Studies (CBBS) offering
interdisciplinary study in the areas of biology, chemistry, psychology and nutrition was
established at Northern lllinois University. Dr. Kresheck was named as Director of the Center,
a position he held until his retirement in 1997. Over the years the most visible functions of
CBBS have been the sponsoring of a weekly biochemistry seminar series and administration
of BRSG and NSMRAP programs. Although not a degree granting unit, the Center’s faculty
members tailor programs to meet the individual needs of the students. Students can earn a
master’s and/or doctoral degree in the departments of biological sciences, chemistry, nutrition
and dietetics, and psychology that includes a concentration in biochemistry or biophysics.

An ardent researcher, Dr. Kresheck has written, or co-authored, more than 50 articles which
have appeared in such publications as Biochemistry, Journal of Physical Chemistry, Journal of
the American Chemical Society, and the Journal of Colloid Interface Science. He has also
presented numerous research papers in the area of physical biochemistry. He has served as
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Associate Editor of the Transactions of the lllinois Academy of Science; was Assistant Editor
of the Bulletin of Thermodynamics and Thermochemistry from 1971 to 1976; was a contributor
to the first three editions of the Chemical Rubber Company’s HANDBOOK OF
BIOCHEMISTRY, and prepared a chapter on Surfactants for Volume 4 of WATER: A
COMPREHENSIVE TREATISE. In December 1993 he received a patent for the “Method for
Separating Hydrophilic Molecules from Hydrophobic Molecules via detergent Partitioning.”
Kresheck has served at the Chairperson of the Rock River Valley Subsection of the American
Chemical Association; as President of the NIU Chapter of the Society of Sigma Xl; on the
Board of Directors for the Calorimetry Conference; and was a member of A.A.A.S. As of 1997
he was a member of the American Chemical Society, the Biophysical Society, the American
Society of Biological Chemists, and Sigma XI.

Kresheck’s research interests include the application of thermochemical methods to the study
of cell growth, micelle formation in aqueous and nonaqueous solvents, interaction of small
ions and molecules with macromolecules, protein noncovalent interactions, biochemical
thermodynamics, calorimetric studies of proteins, and lipid-lipid and lipid-protein interactions.

Dr. Kresheck and his wife, Dr. Janet D. Kresheck (a member of the NIU Speech Dept. faculty
from 1968 to 1995), had three children: a son Sten Edward, born in Stockholm, Sweden in
1962, and twin daughters, Carey and Aine, born in 1965 in Ithaca, New York. (Carey died at
age 29 in 1994). His recreational interests include sports, especially golf, current events, and
travel.

Lefkowitz came to Northern
in 1958 and became the first director of the Nursing School in 1959. Among her many
accomplishments over the years were: chair of the Committee of Nurse Examiners, charter
member of the American Association of Deans and Directors of College and University
Schools of Nursing, member of National Advisory Committee on Nursing and Nursing
Education, American Association of University Women, National League for Nursing,
American Nurses Association, the lllinois Heart Association, DeKalb County Association for
Retarded Children, Pi Lambda Theta, Kappa Delta Pi, coordinator of Malayan and Thailand
Peace Corps groups, and co-editor of Problems of the Aged.

Dr. Lefkowitz retired from the School of Nursing in May 1985, and moved to Ft. Myers, Florida.

Dr. Charles W. Leslie received his B.A. (1930) and M.A. (1933) degrees from the University of
Toronto, his B.D. degree (1939) from Emmanuel College, Toronto, and his Ph.D. degree
(1945) from Harvard University. In 1961, after serving on the faculties at Victoria College and
Emmanuel College, Toronto, Canada, the University of Maryland, and Huntington College,
Sudbury, Ontario, Dr. Leslie came to Northern lllinois University.

Leslie headed NIU's Department of Philosophy from 1965 to 1968. During his term as
chairman, the department doubled in enroliment and faculty and established the foundation for
a growing graduate program.

In addition to serving as head of the Philosophy Department, Leslie was a member of the
University Council and the John Dewey Society, and served on the Joint Institutional Policy
Committee. In 1968, Dr. Leslie relinquished his duties as head of the Department of
Philosophy.

SCOPE AND CONTENT

The papers in this collection document John W. Lloyd's life and career from 1933-1980. The
collection is organized into three series: Bronxville, New York (1933-1947), Northern lllinois
University (1947-1972) and DeKalb, lllinois (1947-1980). T he first folder in the collection
contains copies of newspaper articles written about John Lloyd. The second folder contains
biographical information.

Papers in the Bronxville, New York series pertain to Lloyd's career as a high school teacher,
prior to his arrival at N.I.U. in 1947. This series, also, contains documents related to both his
and his wife's graduate work at Columbia University's Teacher's College.

The second series contains papers that relate to Lloyd's career at Northern Illinois University.
These papers include material used in his economics classes, studies he conducted, and
correspondence with students. Documents related to Lloyd's activities on various University
committees are also in this series. In addition, there is material pertaining to his professional
activities, including book reviews, publications, background information on manpower and
industrial relations, and material related to his year in England as a Fulbright lecturer in this
series. The series also documents Lloyd's involvement with the American Association of
University Professors (A.A.U.P.), and the Coalition of University Professors (C.0.U.P.) and the
lllinois Higher Education Association (I.H.E.A.).

The third series contains papers related to Lloyd's community activities and interests in
DeKalb, lllinois. Most of this series documents Lloyd's terms on the City Council (1965-1969)
and the DeKalb Public Hospital's Board of Directors (1972-1976). Lloyd was on the Board of
Directors at the time of the transition to the Kishwaukee Community Health Services Center
(KCHSC). Other community agencies included in this series are the DeKalb Y outh Planning
Council, the Family Service Agency and the Board of Review for property tax appeals. This
series also documents his service on the state's Department of Personnel Grievance Board.
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For additional information on aspects of Lloyd's career and activities researchers should
consult the following record groups in the University Archives: Faculty Records (UA19),
College of Liberal Arts and Sciences (UA25), Northern Star, and the Board of Regents
Proceedings for July 14, 1947 (UA3). Researchers may also want to consult the City of
DeKalb collection and the oral history inventory for a taped interview of Lloyd.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

John W. Lloyd was born in New York in 1909. He attended Rutgers University and received
his Litt. B. degree in 1930. Lloyd married Ruth Craig while they were both teaching in
Bronxville, New York. They had two children, a son and a daughter. After several years,
Lloyd completed the work for his M.A. in 1936, and in 1947 he received his Ed.D. degree.
Both of these graduate degrees were obtained at Columbia University's Teacher's College.

In 1947, Lloyd came to Northern to teach economics. His areas of specialization were Labor
Economics and Economics of Education. In 1950, Lloyd was promoted to full professor.
Lloyd went to England as a Fulbright Lecturer in 1960-61 and also was a visiting professor at
the Center for Labor and Management, University of lowa in 1968-69. He served on the
Academic Planning Committee and the NIU Human Relations Council. In addition, Lloyd was
an active member of the A.A.U.P. and became involved in its collective bargaining struggle.
Lloyd retired in 1972 and, a year later, was given the NIU Foundation's President's Award for
service to the University.

Lloyd was active in the DeKalb community until his death in 1983. He was a member of the
City Council (1965-1969), the local Board of Review (1974-1981) and the DeKalb Public
Hospital's Board of Directors (1972-1976). Lloyd also was active in the DeKalb Youth
Planning Council and the Family Service Agency.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

Anthony Lorusso was born November 27, 1917 in New Jersey. In 1940 he graduated from
Rutgers University with a BS in Agriculture majoring in landscape architecture. From 1942 to
1945 Lorusso served in the Army. He married Dorothy Monique in Grand Rapids, Michigan on
August 11, 1945 and had one daughter, Paula.

In 1950 Lorusso was hired as a landscape engineer and assistant in the biology department.
After five years he became the operations engineer and in 1968 was promoted to campus
planning coordinator. Lorusso helped create ecological balance and beauty on campus.
When Lorusso became Operations Engineer, there were no trees or shrubs on campus west
of Carroll Ave. and it was all cornfields west of Annie Glidden Road. He was responsible for
ensuring the utilities were placed underground, an innovation at the time, and helped design
the skating area for students at the East Lagoon, the five fountains east of Davis Hall, and
developed the layout and oversaw the digging of the West Lagoon. It was his idea to plant
more than 100 species of trees, 200 species of shrubs, and 100 species of evergreens to
allow biology students to practice plant identification. Upon his retirement in March 1989 he
was responsible for a total of 703 acres.

Lorusso was responsible for designing several parks in the area as well as the landscaping for
the Newman Center, Ben Gordon Center, and DeKalb High School. He received the NIU
Presidential Award for Service in 1983 and the Francis R. Geigle Award for Service in 1989.
Described by his coworkers as “Mr. NIU” Lorusso was honored for his contributions to the
University by having the West Lagoon named after him. Lorusso died January 29, 1997 at the
age of 79.

The records in the Charles A. McMurry Collection consist of two major series: (1) Personal
and Professional Papers, (2) Publications. A microfilm edition is also available.

Types of materials in the first series are family and general correspondence (1978-1929),
diaries (1883-1918), legal agreements (1894-1930), lecture notes and presentations, essays,
drafts, and composition books. Included in the second series are publications and revisions
written by Charles A. McMurry from 1891 to 1928. His published works include forty volumes,
eleven monographs on education, and six articles published in scholarly journals.

The collection was filmed in the fall of 1993 to make the core of the collection more widely
available to scholars. Everything in the collection was filmed except for "Memorandum Books"
and published materials. The Memorandum Books were McMurry's grade books and
contained no materials important to researchers interested in his work as an educational
pioneer. The collection was filmed in the same order as it had been arranged for archival
storage and access. The collection is held on three rolls of 16 mm. microfilm and may be
purchased from the University Archives.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

Charles A. McMurry was born in Crawfordsville, Indiana on February 18, 1857 and attended
the lllinois Normal University laboratory school for his elementary and high school education.
In 1876, McMurry graduated from the University of Michigan. McMurry then continued his
education at Halles University in Germany where he studied the educational doctrine of
German philosopher Johann Fredrick Herbart. After completing his doctoral degree in 1887,
McMurry returned to the United States and began his career as an administrator at various
training schools, teacher's colleges, and universities.

In 1888, McMurry arrived at State Normal University of lllinois first as an assistant in the
Training School, and later succeeding Professor Thomas Metcalf as Director. For seven years
McMurry taught, wrote, and published a series of special method books based on the
fundamental principles of Herbart's educational theory. Recognized as an outstanding scholar
on teaching methods in elementary schools, McMurry came to the Northern lllinois State
Normal School in DeKalb, in 1899. In 1900 McMurry was appointed Director of the Normal
Training School, a post he held until 1915 when he became Dean of Elementary Education in
the George Peabody College for Teachers, Nashville, Tennessee. Aside from his
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administrative activities, McMurry continued to write, publishing a series of pedagogical books,
pioneer history stories, and twenty-six type studies in pamphlet form.

Charles A. McMurry married Emily H. Le Crone of Faribault, Minnesota in 1888, and they had
five children. McMurry died in Nashville, Tennessee on March 23, 1929.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

Lida (Brown) McMurry was born in Kiantone, New York on February 6, 1853. Mrs. McMurry
began her education in the common schools of Chautauqua County, New York, and later
graduated from the lllinois State Normal School in 1874.

In 1900, Lida came to the Northern lllinois State Normal School by invitation of Northern’s
president John Williston Cook. As a critic, teacher, and supervisor for the elementary grades,
Lida McMurry introduced progressive classroom methods by adapting various teaching
materials to the Herbartian educational theory. Author and co-author of several children’s
books and poems, Mrs. McMurry’s works include: Classic Stories for the Little Ones; Robinson
Crusoe for Boys and Girls; Nature Study for Primary Grades; Our Language Book; Tree-Tops
and Meadows; Songs for Mother and Child. In 1911, the Normal School recognized the
achievements of Lida B. McMurry and her brother-in-law Charles when the training school on
campus was given their name. Lida McMurry retired from NISNS in 1917 and died on March
18, 1942.

SCOPE AND CONTENT

The papers of Harold F. Mosher date from 1959 and primarily document his scholarly
research, and the resulting publications and papers delivered during the 1970’s and 1980’s.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

Harold F. “Pat” Mosher was born on August 20, 1930. He received his B.A. from Southern
Methodist University in 1952, and his Ph.D. from the University of Texas, Austin, in 1966. He
served in the military from 1952 until 1956. In 1956 he began his teaching career in Dallas,
Texas where he taught French and English at St. Mark’s School, and also was a lecturer in
French at Southern Methodist University. In 1961 Mosher became an Instructor of English at
the University of Cincinnati, where he was promoted to Assistant Professor of English in 1966.
Mosher spent 1968-1969 as Fulbright-Hays Visiting Lecturer in American Literature at the
University of Toulouse, France. 1969-1971 found him as Maitre de conferences (Associate
Professor of English) at the University of Nice, France. During the Fall 1970 semester Mosher
came to DeKalb as Visiting Associate Professor of English at Northern lllinois University, and
after returning from France in 1971 he came back to Northern as Associate Professor of
English. He remained at Northern until his retirement in 1992.

Mosher belonged to several professional organizations including the MLA (Modern Language
Association) and the MMLA (Midwest Modern Language Association). He has published a
number of articles, abstracts, and professional reviews in such journals as Critical Texts,
Poetics Today, Papers on Language and Literatures, Journal of Literary Sem antics, Language
and Style, Centrum, and the Fitzgerald/Hemingway Annual. In addition he contributed to
several books including co-editor of Redoycing: New Readings of Dubliners (1998),co-editor of
American Literature: An Anthology (2 vols., published in France, 1973-1974), and contributor
to volumes 1 and 2 of Joseph Conrad: An Annotated Bibliography of Writings About Him
(1971, and 1990). Mosher became editor of Style in 1983 and retained that position until 1995
when he was named Editor Emeritus of that publication. He is married to Nicole, who also
taught briefly at Northern, and they are the parents of three daughters Jessica, Patricia and
Nathalie. Dr. Mosher retired to Durango, Colorado.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

A 1888 graduate of Northwestern University and a student and faculty member at the
University of Chicago for nearly five years, Edward C. Page came to Northern lllinois State
Normal School in 1899 as the head of the Department of History. Later he was head of the
Department of Social Science. His early interests were in collecting memorabilia of early
America in order to enhance the teaching of history for both teacher and students. Materials
collected included: posters, letters, uniforms, and weapons illustrative of World Wars | and I
textiles, furniture, farm implements, and machinery of the early lllinois farmer.

In 1912 Page continued his project by establishing a museum in two offices formerly used by
the training school. The museum became known as the Page Museum of Historical Materials.

Throughout his career Page participated in local, state, and national historical societies by
reading papers, reviewing books, and serving as chairman of program sections. He also
served as a member of the American Historical Association and the lllinois State Historical
Society. In his thirtieth year of service on Northern’s faculty, Edward C. Page contracted
pneumonia and died at his home in DeKalb on December 26, 1929.

SCOPE AND CONTENT

Parson, a faculty member of Northern lllinois State Normal School in DeKalb from 1899 to
1939.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

Swen Franklin Parson was born near Jemshog in Blikinge, Sweden on January 27, 1861.
Parson came to this country in 1875 and soon after began teaching in country schools. In
1882 Parson graduated with honors from lllinois State Normal School and remained in Normal
for some time as principal of I.S.N.S. practice school. In 1899 Swen Parson was appointed to
serve as the first professor and Department Head of Mathematics at the Normal School in
DeKalb.

For more than 35 years Swen Parson was actively involved in educational circles on and off
campus. Mr. Parson’s special qualities of leadership elevated him to important assignments
on campus as well as in the community. He was Manager of the Normal School Athletic Fund,
Head of the DeKalb Library Board, and member of the High School Board of Education and
Parent-Teachers Association. Professor Parson’s greatest contribution to his community was
to secure the building of the Jacob Haish Memorial Library in DeKalb.

By 1949 Mr. Parson’s notable career was recognized when he received the Distinguished
Service Citation Award presented to him in Chicago. Parson was further honored after his
death in 1949 when his name was given to the new college library at Northern lllinois State
Teacher’s College.

In 1895 Swen Franklin Parson married Lulu Bradt of DeKalb. They had two sons, Leonard
and Charles, and one daughter, Eleanor (Mrs. R.M. Zulauf).

SCOPE AND CONTENT

The materials in this collection document the career and interests of Jack W. Skeels from
1956 until 1990. The collection is organized into four series: Research and Publications
(1959-1976); Departmental and Administrative Business (both at Wayne State University and
NIU, 1956-1990); Faculty Unions and Representation (1968-1990); and DeKalb Development
and Politics (1963-1977). The first few folders in the collection contain vita information for Dr.
Skeels, as well as information relating to his wife and son.

Of special interest is the information relating to the various union activities at NIU, and in
particular the A.A.U.P. This material compliments information found in UA 19 Faculty Records
relating to various professional associations on campus.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

Jack William Skeels was born November 3, 1929 in Wausau, Wisconsin. He served in the
U.S. Navy on active duty from January 1951 to December 1952, plus six years in the reserves.
Skeels received both his B.A. (1951) and his Ph.D. (1957) in Economics from the University of
Wisconsin in Madison. His specialization is Labor Economics.

Dr. Skeels joined the Northern lllinois University faculty in September 1963. He had taught
previously at Wayne State University in Detroit (1959-1963), the University of Michigan (June-
August 1959), Michigan State University (Sept. 1957- June 1959), and the University of
Wisconsin (various summers 1960-1974). Skeels served as the Acting Head of the
Economics Department from September 1964 to August 1965, while Dr. James R. Elliott was
on sabbatical. After Dr. Elliott’s tragic death in an automobile accident in December of 1965,
Skeels again assumed the duties of Acting Head of the Department, becoming permanent
Head in January 1968. On February 2, 1969 the Board of Regents appointed Skeels the
Associate Dean of the College of Liberal Arts and Sciences. As Associate Dean he was in
charge of program development and curricula matters. He held this position thru 1970. From
1975 to 1976 Skeels served as Acting Associate Provost, and from 1977 thru 1982 he again
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served as Chairman of the Department of Economics. While at Northern Skeels served on a
number of committees including the University Council and Faculty Senate.

An outstanding scholar, Skeels is a specialist in labor relations, comparative economics and
economics methodology. He has had a number of works published on topics including private
employment agencies, strikes, employment and unemployment measurement,
“featherbedding” in railroads, and automobile unions. He was the editor and interviewer for
150 volumes of oral history interviews relating to the development of unionism in the
automobile industry (on deposit at the University of Michigan archives). Skeels was the Editor
of the Association for Comparative Economics Ace Newsletter, from 1964 to 1971.

In 1959 Skeels served as chairman of the Unemployment Compensation Panel for the
Michigan Governor’s Task Force on Labor. He testified before Congress concerning public
employment services. He has also served as economic consultant to the State of lllinois and
the U.S. Department of Health, Education and W elfare 1963-1965, as well as being a member
of the lllinois Governor’s University-State Agency Committee, 1965-1968. From 1971 to 1990
he was a member of the Governor’s Grievance Panel.

Skeels has been a member of many organizations including: Phi Beta Kappa, where he
served as Northern lllinois Association President 1970-1971; the American Association of
University Professors, where he served several terms as NIU Chapter President; the American
Economic Association, the Midwest Economics Association, and the Industrial Relations
Research Association. From 1964 to 1971 he was the National Secretary-Treasurer of the
Association for Comparative Economics. He served as the National Executive Secretary of
the Association for Comparative Economic Studies from 1971-1973.

Dr. Skeels taught at NIU for a total of 34 years before retiring in May of 1997. Skeels and his
former wife, Dr. Joyce VivianSkeels, an Assistant Professor in the Economics Department at
Northern from Fall 1964 to 1966, were the parents of two children, Jack Allen and Jenny.

SCOPE AND CONTENT

This collection documents the multifaceted career of Peggy Sullivan. Most of the materials
relate to the professional interests of Sullivan, who served as the Dean of the College of
Professional Studies at NIU from July 1981 to September 1990, and as Director of NIU’s
University Libraries from October of 1990 to July 1992. Sullivan also spent a number of years
with the American Library Association (ALA), most notably as the organization’s President for
the 1980-1981 term, and as Executive Director, August 1992 to August 1994. Included in this
collection are photographs, correspondence, passports, press releases, lecture notes,
conference materials, and consultant reports. Nearly one third of the materials in the
collection relate to the extensive writing and publishing done by Sullivan. Included here is a
substantial portion of the first draft of her children’s book, The O’Donnells, as well as Public
Libraries: Smart Practices in Personnel (1982), and the 1982 and 1986 editions of
Opportunities in Library and Information Science. In addition, several NIU related pins have
been placed in collection UA 11.

The collection is divided into five series: Personal (1930-2005); Correspondence (1970-2005);
Northern lllinois University (1980-1992); Professional Organizations and Activities (1962-
2006); and Research and Publications (1949-2003).

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

Margaret Ann (Peggy) Sullivan was born August 12, 1929 in Kansas City, Missouri.

She received an A.B. in Language and Literature from Clarke College, Dubuque, lowa in
1950; an M.S. in Library Science from Catholic University of America, Washington, D.C. in
1953; and a Ph.D. from the University of Chicago’s Graduate Library School in 1972. She
began her career as an assistant children’s librarian at the Kansas City (Missouri) Public
Library, 1952-1953, going to the Enoch Pratt Free Library, Baltimore in 1953, first as children’s
librarian, and becoming the school services specialist in 1957. From 1959 to 1961 she was
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Children’s Work Supervisor for the Arlington County (Virginia) Public Libraries, and from 1961-
1963 was a School Library Specialist for the Montgomery County (Maryland) Public Schools.

In 1963 she began her close association with ALA as director of the five-year Knapp School
Libraries Project. She continued there as Director of the Junior College Information Center,
1968-1969. From 1971-1973 she was an Assistant Professor, Graduate School of Library and
Information Science, University of Pittsburgh. Sullivan returned to ALA in 1973-1974 as
Director of the Office for Library Personnel Resources and Executive Secretary of the Library
Education Division of the ALA. In 1974 she became Dean of Students and Associate
Professor of the Graduate Library School at the University of Chicago. In 1977 she joined the
Chicago Public Library as Assistant Commissioner for Extension Services. She also taught
part time in library education programs at Catholic University, Drexel Institute, Rosary College,
University of Maryland, Rutgers, and Syracuse University.

In July of 1980 Sullivan began a one-year term as President of ALA. She came to Northern
lllinois University in 1981 as Dean of the College of Professional Studies, supervising the
schools of Allied Health Professions and Nursing, and the departments of Communicative
Disorders, Human and Family Resources, Industry and Technology, Military Science, and
Library and Information Studies. This was followed in October 1990 with a nearly two-year
term as Director of the NIU University Libraries. She then went back to ALA as Executive
Director, for two years ending in August 1994. In the Fall of 1995 she was named Dean of the
Rosary College Graduate School of Library and Information Science, where she served until
1997. In 1995, she became an associate with Tufts & Associates, a Chicago-based executive
search firm. Sullivan’s assignments there are related to libraries and information services.

Sullivan has visited every state of the United States in library-related travel as a consultant,
speaker, or evaluator, and has visited every continent except Antarctica. She was a UNESCO
consultant to Australia in 1970, and a member of the U.S. library delegation to the People’s
Republic of China in 1979. She served as a delegate to the 1979 White House Conference on
Library and Information Sciences, as well as representing the profession at other
Congressional Hearings.

Sullivan is a member of many professional associations. An excellent speaker, she has also
presented numerous programs on storytelling. Her publications include monographs on library
administration, contributions to reference volumes, and over 100 articles and reviews which
have appeared in library and educational journals, as well as the Baltimore Sun, Washington
Post, and the Chicago Tribune.

Katherine Walker was born October 28, 1909 in Byron, Michigan. She came to Northern
lllinois State Teacher’s College as Circulation Librarian in 1942. Throughout her career at
Northern, Miss Walker held a number of positions including Acting Head Librarian, 1948-1949,
Assistant Professor and Librarian, 1951-1959, Assistant Director, 1959-1971, and Associate
Professor and Director, 1971-1973. As a member of the library staff for 31 years, Miss Walker
participated in state and national library associations and served on various committees as
chairman of sections and discussion groups.

SCOPE AND CONTENT

The papers of Clyde C. Walton, former Director of University Libraries, Northern lllinois
University, consist of three major series: (A) Library Administration, (B) Personal and
Professional Activities, and (C) lllinois Historic Preservation.

Types of materials in the first series are correspondence, minutes, reports, and financial
records which document Mr. Walton’s administration of the Northern lllinois University
Libraries from 1967 to 1977. Important topics covered in the series include library holdings,
services, budget allocations, and construction plans for building Founders Memorial Library.

Included in the second series are correspondence, minutes, financial reports, and programs
from the following groups: the Provost Search Committee, the N.I.U. Foundation, the
American Library Association (ALA), the Association of College and Research Libraries
(ACRL), the Student Code Committee, the lllinois Sesquicentennial and U.S. Bicentennial
Commissions, the Abraham Lincoln Association, and the DeKalb Rotary Club.

The final record series relates to Mr. Walton’s special interest and active participation in
federal and state historic preservation programs. This series documents the activities of the
National Park Service, the lllinois Department of Conservation, the lllinois Historic Site
Advisory Council, the lllinois Landmarks and Archeological Survey, and lllinois Architectural
Resources from 1968-1977. Materials include guidelines on historic preservation legislation,
national historic sites applications and registers, comprehensive plans for preservation, as well
as types of records similar to those in the preceding record series.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

Clyde C. Walton was born in Chicago on March 8, 1925, attended Chicago public schools and
graduated from Hyde Park High School in 1942. He received his Bachelor of Arts degree from
Cornell College, Mt. Vernon, lowa, in 1948, and a M.A. from the University of Chicago in 1950.

Walton began his library career in 1950 at the State University of lowa, lowa City. There he
served as Curator of Rare Books and University Archivist and later as head of the Reference
Department. In 1956 Walton accepted the dual post of State Historian and Executive Director
of the lllinois State Historical Society. He held these positions until July 1, 1967.
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As the State Historian for lllinois, Walton was responsible for a $5,500,000 project to restore
the Old State Capitol and the development of the New Historical Library in Springfield. During
his tenure, Walton also served as the Secretary of the lllinois State Records Commission, the
Secretary of the Abraham Lincoln Association, and the Chairman of the Springfield Historic
Sites Commission.

In July of 1967 Clyde Walton replace Bernadine Hanby as Director of University Libraries at
Northern lllinois University. Shortly after assuming the directorship, Walton began the long
process of planning a new library building to service the rapidly growing campus community.
The construction and furnishing of Founders Memorial Library was the realization of that
planning. On October 31, 1977 Clyde C. Walton announced his resignation to become Dean
of Libraries at the University of Colorado in Boulder.

Editor of numerous books and articles, Clyde Walton edited the quarterly Journal of the lllinois
State Historical Society, Abraham Lincoln’s “House Divided” Address (1958), An lllinois Gold
Hunter in the Black Hills (1960), The Indian War of 1864 (1960), Private Smith’s Journal
(1963), Behind the Guns (1965), and An lllinois Reader (Northern lllinois University Press,
1970). In addition Walton founded Civil War History, a quarterly magazine published by the
State University of lowa (1955), and contributed to the books, Lincoln Images (Augustana
College Press, 1960), and Lincoln for the Ages (Doubleday & Company, 1960).

Mr. Walton was a member of the Chicago and Springfield Civil War Round Tables, the Caxton

Historical Association, the Organization of American Historians, and the American Association
for State and Local History. Walton died Jan. 4, 2000 in San Jose, California.

SCOPE AND CONTENT

The papers in this collection document the career of Malcolm P. Weiss from 1944 to 1994.
The collection is organized into three series: personal papers (1944-1994), teaching career
(1952-1994), and professional organizations, research papers and projects (1952-1991).

Papers in series one include personal correspondence and academic records. Series two
includes departmental administrative records and classes taught at Ohio State (1952-1967),
departmental administrative records and classes taught at NIU (1967-1988), records of
University committees at NIU (1974-1988), and letters of recommendation written for
colleagues and students (1954-1990), and graduate student files (1973-1994).

Series three is comprised of Weiss’ activities with various professional organizations,
correspondence with colleagues, research notes, maps, and papers (both published and
unpublished).

For additional information on aspects of Weiss’ career and activities, researchers should
consult the following: College of Liberal Arts and Sciences records, Presidents’ Papers,
Provost’s Papers, and the Campus Development series on buildings (Davis Hall).

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

Malcolm P. Weiss was born June 28, 1921 in Washington, D.C. After attending McKinley
Tech in Washington from 1935 to 1938, he served as a Lieutenant in the armed forces for
several years during World War Il. Weiss married Ruth H. Penny from Sayrille, New York.
They had four children; Rolfe (1944), Malcolm (1946), Mary (1948), and Carolyn (1952).

Weiss received his college education at the University of Minnesota; B.A. in personnel
management (1946), M.S. in geology (1950), and Ph.D. in geology (1953). He held several
different faculty positions in the Geology Department of Ohio State University from 1952 to
1967. In 1967, he accepted an offer from Northern Illinois University to become chairman of
their developing Geology Department. The former Earth Science Department was dividing

into separate geology and geography departments, a process which wasn’t formally completed
until 1969.

As chair of the department, Weiss expanded the existing curriculum for both undergraduate
and graduate students in geology. Three unusual undergraduate courses, planetary and
space science (GEOL103), introduction to oceanography (GEOL104), and environmental
geology (GEOL105) were added by Weiss, each of which satisfied the general education
requirement in pure sciences.

Weiss recruited new, highly qualified staff members and created graduate assistantships to
help support the advanced students in the department. He sponsored annual series of guest
geologists’ lectures and workshops. Weiss involved NIU geology students in summer field
work classes in cooperation with Ohio State University, teaching classes himself in Utah and
South Dakota. He persuaded NIU administrators to purchase cars and vans to transport the
students and teachers to the field sites. This began the university service of providing vehicles
for faculty and staff business in addition to administrative business. Enroliment in the
department boomed as Weiss changed the emphasis in instruction from preparing science
teachers to preparing professional geologists to work in the field.

Weiss and Dr. Lloyd Black, chair of the Geography Department, administered a 1.65 million
dollar government grant to remodel Davis Hall and purchase new scientific equipment.
Remodeling of the science building took five years, and was completed in 1972. Weiss
submitted the first proposal for a doctoral degree in geology, which was withdrawn from IBHE
consideration by NIU in November 1969. The IBHE approved a much revised version of this
proposal in 1979. The first Ph.D.’s in geology from NIU graduated in 1987. Weiss stepped
down from the position of department head in 1972 and continued to teach in the departm ent
until his retirement in 1988.

Weiss pursued his own research as a stratigrapher and sedimentary petrologist throughout his
career. He worked on several projects which were ongoing over many years: U.S. Geologic
Survey projects in Utah and Ohio, surveying and mapping of the Cincinnatian area of the Ohio
Valley, surveying and mapping the Chichiriviche area of Venezuela, and surveying and
mapping the island of Antigua in the West Indies. He taught field seminars for the National
Science Foundation in Florida and the Bahamas from 1968 to 1974. In addition, W eiss was
active in the Geological Society of America, the Society of Economic Paleontologists and
Mineralogists, and the American Association of Petroleum Geologists.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

Born on February 17, 1879, Milo Whittaker later attended College Springs Academy (1910)
and graduated with a B.A. degree from the University of Denver. In 1917 he received his M.A.
degree from the same institution. After completing his Ph.D. at the University of lowa in 1933,
Dr. Whittaker devoted much of his time to the Methodist ministry. He entered the teaching
profession and served as teacher, principal, and superintendent of schools of Pueblo, Cannon
City, and Del Norte, Colorado. In 1920 he came to DeKalb as principal of McMurry Training
School. After a year in this position Whittaker joined the faculty of the social sciences at the
Northern lllinois Teachers College. When Edward C. Page died in December, 1929, Whittaker
became the head of the department and served in that capacity until his death on February

14, 1942.

A recognized citizen and educator, Dr. Whittaker contributed both to the university and the
community. He was largely responsible for organizing the faculty council to advise and assist
the president in the administration of the college. He was a member of numerous professional
organizations. Among these were the National Education Association, lllinois Education
Association, Society for the Study of Education, American Sociological Association, and the
Social Science Research Council. He also served as the first president for the local Chapter
of the American Association of University Professors.

During his career many of his articles were published. His most notable work was the
textbook for classes in community civics published in 1938 under the title, Experience in

Citizenship.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

Charles W. Whitten was born in 1871 on a farm near Castleton in Stark County. In 1888 he
began teaching in a one-room school in Marshall County, later taking a two-year diploma at
lllinois State Normal University. Whitten served on the faculty at the Normal School until 1903
when he entered the University of lllinois. There he completed work for a bachelor's degree
while teaching in the old Academy of the University.

From 1906 to 1922 Whitten held the following positions: Assistant Professor in Science and
Professor of Physics and Chemistry, Northern lllinois State Normal School; Principal, DeKalb
Township High School; Manager, lllinois High School Athletic Association; Secretary-
Treasurer, National Federation of State High Schools Athletic Association. After 1922 Whitten
continued to hold an administrative post on the board of the lllinois High School Athletic
Association until his death in 1957.

SCOPE AND CONTENT

The Alfred F. Young Faculty Papers date from 1962 to 1982 and are organized into four
series: University Business, College of Liberal Arts and Sciences Business; Departmental
Business; and Political Activism on Campus.

Series one, University Business, consists of material relating to the University budget crisis
and due process, the NIU Faculty Union, and facts pertaining to NIU and the NIU Press. The
series also contains testimony by Young before the Board of Higher Education Hearing
regarding NIU's Master Plan lIl.

The second series contains information on the College of Liberal Arts and Sciences'
reorganization, personnel policies, manpower needs, and the academic freedom on campus.
Also included in the series are memos, notes, evaluations, and drafts of the College's
Constitution.

Series three contains departmental business that relates to the History Department such as
curriculum changes, personnel matters, and the daily business of the department. Included in
this series are memos, correspondence, committee meeting minutes, reports, and material on
the graduate and Ph.D. programs.

The fourth series consists of political issues that sparked protest from students, faculty, and
staff on campus. This includes such issues as Dow Chemical recruiting on campus, the
ROTC and defense research issues, censorship, the Peter Roman case, and the El Salvador
petition. The series also contains student revolt case information dealing with Young's
involvement with the American Civil Liberties Union (ACLU).

The Alfred F. Young Papers do not include any of the professor's research and personal files.

However, the Political Activism on Campus series does provide insight into a difficult period in
the history of the University.
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BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

Alfred F. Young was born on January 17, 1925. He received his B.A. in 1946 from Queens
College, graduating cum laude with Honors in Economics. In 1947 Young received his M.A.
from Columbia University and his Ph.D. in 1958 from Northwestern University.

Dr. Young began his teaching career as a Teaching Assistant at Northwestern University in
Evanston, lllinois from 1947 to 1950. For the next fourteen years Young continued to teach at
various institutions in Connecticut, New Jersey, and California. In 1964, Dr. Young was hired
at Northern lllinois University as an associate professor and promoted to full professorship four
years later. In the Spring of 1984 Dr. Young was a visiting professor at the Ecole Des Hautes
Etudes en Sciences Sociales in Paris, France. Dr. Young retired from NIU in 1990.

Dr. Young is the recipient of many grants and fellowships. His most recent grant was from the
National Endowment for the Humanities to the Chicago Historical Society to create a
permanent exhibit entitled, "We the People: Creating the Nation, 1765-1820." Young served
as co-curator for the exhibit. Dr. Young also received the Gilbert Osofsky Memorial Lecture
Award in 1988 and the Jamestown Prize in 1967 for his book, The Democratic Republicans.

Young authored many articles, books, book reviews, and encyclopedia articles. He served as
museum curator and consultant and presented many papers at professional conferences,
seminars, and public lectures. Dr. Young is an active member of the American Historical
Association, the Organization of American Historians, the Institute of Early American History,
the Society for the History of the Early Republic, and on several committees for the Newberry
Library in Chicago, lllinois.

While professor at Northern lllinois University, Young served on numerous committees for the
College of Liberal Arts and Sciences such as the Presidential Search Committee in 1971,
Academic Planning Committee, Constitution Drafting Committee, Ad hoc Committee on Fund
for the Humanities, and chairman of the Editorial Committee for the Faculty Bulletin.

He also served on committees such as the Advisory, Appeals, Graduate, Lecture and
Undergraduate Committees for the History Department, as well as, the Committee on
Broadening History Offerings, Ad hoc Committee on Personnel Practices, and the Planning
Committee for the Regional History Center.

Presently (1990) Dr. Young is researching his new book, In the Streets of Boston: The
Common People and the Making of the American Revolution. He has several other works in
progress for future publication.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

Born November 17, 1902, in New London, Minnesota, Romeo M. Zulauf received his A.B.
degree (1924) from Carlton College, his A.M. (1931) from the University of Minnesota, and his
Ed.D. (1955) from Indiana University.

Prior to his appointment at Northern lllinois University in 1928, Dr. Zulauf taught social studies
in Deer River and St. Cloud, Minnesota and Y ork Community High School, EImhurst, lllinois.
After joining Northern as an instructor in economics and social science, in 1942 Zulauf was
appointed Dean of the Faculty. In 1952, the college adopted a completely revised plan of
administrative organization and Zulauf was named Dean of Instruction. His major
responsibility was to supervise the instructional staff, the largest of four major divisions of the
University.

Dean Zulauf was a member of the following organizations: Phi Delta Kappa; the National and
State Councils for the Social Studies; the American Association of University Professors; the
National Education Association; and the lllinois Education Association.

On July 22, 1957, Dean Zulauf died in his office.

SCOPE AND CONTENT

The papers in this collection document the life and career of Martin Kallich from 1921 to 1999.
The collection is organized into three series: Personal Correspondence, Research and
Publications, and Classroom and Teaching. The first several folders in the collection contains
biographical material on Martin Kallich including documents pertaining to his service in the
Army, and documents pertaining to his retirement. The next three folders contain information
relating to his wife, mother and father.

Series one, Personal Correspondence, contains correspondence with colleagues as well as
family and friends.

The materials in the second series, Research and Publications, include Kallich’s thesis
(completed in 1945), copies of published letters, book reviews, and articles, as well as
typescripts of other research projects. The NEH Grant Proposal and reports relating to his
research for “British Poetry and the American Revolution: A Bibliographic Survey...1755-1800,”
which he completed in 1983, are also found here. In addition, there are a number of short
stories written by Kallich in the 1930's, 1940's and 1950's, six personal notebooks dating from
1935 to 1946, and information relating to his interest in graphic art.

The final series, Classroom and Teaching, encompasses over half of the material in the
collection, and contains material used by Kallich in the teaching of his various English classes.
Included here are samples of midterm and final exams, lecture notes, items of interest for his
classes, and many student papers.

Researchers may wish to consult the College of Liberal Arts and Sciences Collection (UA 25)
for additional information relating to Kallich’s activities in the English Department.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

Martin |. Kallich was born January 19, 1918 in Brooklyn, New York to Jacob and Luba (Katz)
Kallich. He received a Bachelor of Social Sciences degree from the City College of New York
in 1938, and then entered the graduate school of Johns Hopkins University where he studied
English. In June 1942 he was inducted into the Army and served in an anti-aircraft unit of the
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Coast Atrtillery until he received an honorable discharge in September 1943. Kallich returned
to Johns Hopkins to complete his graduate degree and to teach English Composition from
October 1943 through December 1944. He then taught English at Brooklyn College during the
spring and summer semesters of 1945 while completing work for a Ph.D. in English at Johns
Hopkins. He began teaching at Wayne University in Detroit, Michigan in the fall of 1945 and
remained there for four years.

In the fall of 1949, Kallich began teaching at South Dakota State College. He moved to
DeKalb, lllinois in 1958 to help develop the graduate program in English at Northern lllinois
University. In 1971 he began the English department’s summer program at Oxford University.
His specialties were Literary Criticism and 18™ Century Literature, and he taught both graduate
and undergraduate courses in English at NIU until May 1979 when he took early retirement. In
1979 Kallich received a grant from the National Endowment for the Humanities which enabled
him to study at the British Library, and which resulted in the publication of the bibliography
“British Poetry and the American Revolution.” During his career Kallich wrote ten books, and
had many articles, essays and book reviews published in a variety of scholarly journals
including: Criticism, English Language Notes, English Literary History, Journal of Aesthetics
and Art Criticism, Modern Language Notes, Philogical Quarterly, and Studies in Philogy .

Martin Kallich married Harriet Sclar, a 1942 graduate of Hunter College, on July 11, 1943 while
on active service in the U.S. Army. They had two sons, John and Joel. Following his
retirement from NIU, the Kallich’s continued to reside in DeKalb, lllinois where Martin could
pursue his interest in English literature and rare books. Martin Kallich died March 30, 2006.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

Francis Stroup, the son of Mina Gist and Sidney Stroup, was born September 8, 1909 in
Holliday, Texas. He received his BA from North Texas State Teachers College in 1929, where
he also played two years on the varsity basketball team. In 1936 he received his MS in
Education, and in 1954 received a Doctorate in Education, both from the University of
Southern California.

Stroup taught in Texas public schools from 1929 through 1942, and taught summers at North
Texas State College from 1939 until 1942. He was inducted into the U.S. Air Force in late
1942, and served for three and a half years.

After leaving the Air Force, Stroup spent four years as teacher of physical education and
swimming coach at the University of Wyoming. In 1950 he became Head of the Department
of Physical Education at Southern State College in Magnolia, Arkansas. In 1959 Dr. Stroup
came to Northern lllinois University as Professor of Physical Education and Director of the
Graduate Program. He also became the newly established swimming program’s first coach.
In 1961 he wrote the words to the “Huskie Fight Song.” Since his retirement from NIU in 1974
Stroup has been inducted into the Athletic Hall of Fame at both NIU and North Texas.

Dr. Stroup and his wife Marjory are the parents of three sons, Stanley, Stewart and Stinson,
and resided in DeKalb until their deaths. Francis Stroup died in December 2010.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

Celine Neptune was born in Thorntown, Indiana in 1886. Her family included a sister,
Katherine and two brothers, Maurice and W.M. She received her A.B. degree in 1909 from
Western College for Women at Oxford, Ohio, and did graduate work at Indiana University,
University of Chicago, and University of Colorado. She received her A.M. from Columbia
University, and attended Colorado State College of Agriculture and Mechanical Arts. Before
coming to Northern lllinois State Normal School in 1918 as an assistant instructor in domestic
science, she taught in both elementary and high schools. Her sister Katherine was librarian
here from 1926 to 1945, and during that time they lived together in an apartment on Augusta
Avenue.

In 1921 Northern lllinois State Normal School became Northern lllinois State Teachers College
and a Home Economics Department was added. Miss Neptune was named head of the two
person department which offered a number of four-year programs in Home Economics. She
served as Head of the Department until 1947 when she on disability leave. Under her
guidance the Home Management House was established, as well as an industrial arts
program for grade school children, and an off-campus program. Miss Neptune was
instrumental in changing the scope of the domestic science program so that it included
teaching, dietetics and nutrition, and other relevant courses, developing programs which
helped Northern’s Home Economics Department become one of the most progressive in the
Midwest.

Celine Neptune died January 7, 1949 while on vacation in Donna, Texas. Her dedication to
Northern was commemorated in September 1955 when Neptune North, the first building in the
new Neptune Hall dormitory complex opened. On October 25, 1974 a plaque honoring Celine
Neptune was dedicated.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

Homer Hall was born May 30, 1887 in Belvidere, lllinois, one of four sons born to Fred and
Nellie (Bowen) Hall. He graduated from Northern lllinois State Normal School in DeKalb in
1908. He received his B.A. from the University of lllinois in 1912, and his M.A. from the same
institution in 1913. His masters thesis was on the “Influence of Kipling on American
Literature.” He undertook additional graduate work at Northwestern in Evanston, Illinois in
1938.

Hall began his teaching career at Rockford High School in 1913-1914. From there he was a
professor of English at Kansas State Agricultural College from 1914 to 1916, and an associate
professor at Oklahoma Agricultural & Mechanical College in 1917-1918. For three months at
the end of World War | in 1918 he was a member of the 161° Depot Brigade at Camp Grant in
Rockford. Hall then taught at Belvidere High School from 1918 to 1923, and was the
Superintendent of Schools for Boone County from 1923 to 1929. He came to Northern lllinois
State Teachers College in 1929 where he served as the Supervisor of the Rural Training
Schools and Rural Specialist in the Department of Education. Hall retired from Northern
September 1, 1955.

In addition to contributing numerous articles to educational magazines, Homer Hall also wrote
for “Outdoor lllinois,” the Rockford Morning Star, and wrote columns for the Daily Chronicle
(DeKalb) under the names of “Uncle Silas” and “Homer’s Hall of lvy.” A booklet titled “Flora
Township in Boone County, 1838-1939" was written by Hall in 1973. He belonged to both the
National Education Association and the lllinois Education Association, and served as
President of the lllinois Superintendent of Schools Association for over 25 years. Following
his retirement Hall belonged to the national and DeKalb chapters of the Retired Teachers
Association, the Ellwood House Association, the DeKalb County Historical Society and the
Boone County Historical Society.

Homer Hall married Agnes Wollenberg of Belvidere in 1919. They had four daughters: Bettie,

Virginia, Josephine, and Janet. He was a member of the First Lutheran Church. Hall died
September 25, 1975 at his home at 123 John Street in DeKalb, IL after a long illness.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

James Alfred Clark was born June 18, 1873 in Ithaca, New York. He came to Quincy, lllinois
as an infant with his parents, however his mother died when he was 3, and his father when he
was 10. He lived with friends of the family up until he went to Dixon, lllinois to attend technical
college. Clark received certification as an electrical engineer. In 1902 he began his career
with the Central lllinois Light Company in DeKalb and in Harvey, lllinois. In 1906 Clark and
assumed the position of Electrician and Engineer at the Northern lllinois State Normal School.
He remained at Northern until iliness forced his retirement in July of 1943.

Clark married Henrietta “Etta” Ida Mae Wallschlaeger, of Little Rapids, Wisconsin on
September 9, 1903. They had three children James Merrick, Grace, and Shirley. Known as an
avid reader, Clark was also a member of the Elks, the Moose, and the Modern W oodmen of
America. He died at St. Mary’s Hospital in DeKalb on September 29, 1948, and was buried in
Fairview Cemetery.

Twelve volumes of James A. Clark’s Operating Engineer’s Diaries and Logs, from 1906 to

1943 are filed in UA 47, Boxes 7 and 8. A large panorama of “Altgeld Hall” taken ca. 1907,
shows Clark in the window.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

Thomas Emil Woodstrup was born April 30, 1925 in Chicago. A graduate of Thornton High
School in Harvey, lllinois, he served in the Navy from 1943 to 1946. An English major at
Northern lllinois State Teachers College, he served as editor of the Northern lllinois. Both he
and his future wife Patricia Vaillancourt graduated in 1949, and they married in 1950. He also
received additional degrees: a Masters in Education from University of lllinois in Urbana, a
Masters of Business Administration from the lllinois Institute of Technology in Chicago, and a
Certificate of Advanced Studies from NIU. Woodstrup held a number of jobs over the years
including English and Speech teacher at Milledgeville and Argo High Schools, in the personnel
department of United Air Lines in Chicago, and in Kane County government in Geneva.

In September 1960 Woodstrup joined NIU’s Alumni Association Executive Board. He served
as the Director of Alumni Relations from 1966 to 1973, and then as the Business Programs
Coordinator for NIU’s Adult Education Department, from 1973 to 1975. Among his many
outside interests were that of Boy Scout leader for over 40 years, founder of the Sycamore
Historical Society and Museum, and president of the DeKalb County Historical Society.

Tom and Patricia were married for 53, and had five children. Following Patricia’s death he
married Lorraine Ulrich in 2004. He died March 8, 2008 at his home in Sycamore.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

Norma Katharine Stelford was born April 26, 1892 in Elgin, to Catherine and Herman Stelford.
She attended the Elgin Academy, and graduated from the Northern lllinois State Normal
School’s two year program in 1914. During her two years at Northern she was a member of
several organizations: the Ellwood Society, serving as President in Fall of 1913; Treble Clef
where she was Secretary; German Club; and the Northern lllinois [newspaper] Board. Norma
received her B.S. from University of Chicago in 1921, and her Master’'s Degree from North-
western University in 1932.

Prior to coming back to DeKalb to teach at Northern lllinois State T eachers College in 1923,
Norma taught in 7™ grade at Ellwood School in DeKalb 1914-1916; Principal of Plano High
School, 1916-1918; Instructor of Math and Assistant Principal at the High School in Marshall,
lllinois, 1918-1920; Instructor of Math at the State Normal School in Superior, Wisconsin,
1921-1922; and taught Math at New Trier Township High School in Kenilworth, lllinois, 1922-
1923. Except for the1930-1931 term when Norma was persuing her Masters Degree, she
taught continuously in Northern’s Mathematics Department until her retirement in 1958. Miss
Stellford was a member of the First Congregational Church of Elgin, and also a member of the
American Association of University Women. She died in Elgin on August 11, 1989 at the age
of 97.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

C. Mason Myers was born on September 9, 1916 in Dowagiac, Michigan. He received his
B.S. from Western Michigan University in 1941, M.A. from the University of Michigan in 1949,
and Ph.D. from the University of Michigan in 1954. Myers began his teaching career in 1953
as a Junior Instructor at the University of Michigan while still earning his Ph.D. In 1955, Myers
took an Assistant Professor position at Long Island University. He left Long Island in 1959 for
an Associate Professor position at Northern lllinois University, and aside from a few jaunts as
a Visiting Professor, Myers worked at NIU until his death in 1986. Upon arrival he headed the
Philosophy Department, and in 1962 he was promoted to full professor. In 1966, he spent a
summer as a Visiting Professor at the University of Michigan, and he spent the 1968-1969
school year as a Visiting Professor at St. Mary’s University in Halifax, Nova Scotia.

Myers published over twenty articles, wrote reviews, gave numerous talks, and presented
many papers all while teaching and endearing students to the world of philosophy. His
specialties were Metaphilosophy, Philosophy of the Mind, Analytical Philosophy, and
Epistemology. He was a member of the American Philosophical Association and Southern
Society for Philosophy and Psychology. While head of the Philosophy Department at NIU,
Myers oversaw the hiring of new faculty members and student examinations. He also found
time to spearhead numerous committees for the department. He even served his country as a
member of the U.S. Army in the Air Corps.

Myers died from a heart attack on December 3, 1986 at Kishwaukee Community Hospital in
DeKalb, IL. He was survived by his wife, Madeline.

The Helen Merritt Collection consists of the Helen’s personal files, correspondence and
documents related to her professional and academic research. The collection retains Helen’s
organization of her files in reverse chronological order by year and in chronological order by
month within the groupings of individual years.

Series one consists of Helen’s personal files, which include family correspondence,
newspaper coverage of professional events and philanthropic activities as well as academic,
professional and financial records. Included in series two are Helen’s publications,
unpublished works, lecture notes and documents related to exhibits and presentations.

Series three consists of correspondence between Helen and other artists, professionals and
various institutions. This series also contains documents included in individual
correspondences such as photographs, scholarly articles, prints of artworks and event
documents. Research and reference documents comprise the fourth series, which includes
notes, scholarly articles, portions of books, event documents, photographs and prints of
artwork.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

Helen Merritt was a sculptor, painter and crafts expert who specialized in Japanese arts and
crafts. In her lifetime, Helen received a BA from Colby University, a MA from Rockford
College, and a MFA from Northern lllinois University, and also received graduate education at
the Tokyo University of Fine Arts, Harvard University, Boston University, and Cambridge
University. Her works were commissioned for public buildings in Northern lllinois including the
Haish Memorial Library, the headquarters of the DeKalb Agricultural Research Corporation,
Northern lllinois University, and the First Congregational Church in DeKalb, as well as for
many private collections. She taught at all educational levels in drawing, painting, sculpture,
and crafts, often organized and judged painting and craft exhibitions and eventually achieved
professor emeriti status at Northern lllinois University after decades of undergraduate and
graduate instruction. Helen authored two major books through the University of Hawaii Press,
as well as articles and brochures for art and academic publications. She was often invited as
a guest lecturer to schools, libraries, museums and businesses due to her extensive
experience and education.

Helen and her husband Jim Merritt, along with their daughter Deborah, moved to DeKalb in
1948 and came to spend much of their time in DeKalb involved in preservation and
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philanthropy. The couple was active in the preservation of the Gurler House and other
nineteenth century homes in DeKalb, donated forty acres to DeKalb County which became
known as the Merritt Prairie, gave notable gifts to Hope Haven as well as the Northern lllinois
University Library Book fund, multiple works of art to local libraries, schools and businesses
and also endowed Northern lllinois University’s Helen Merritt Art Scholarship and Award for
Distinguished Service in Philosophy of Education. Due to her involvement in these and similar
endeavors, Helen was often recognized and applauded in local and regional newspapers and
received numerous awards including a Distinguished Teaching Award from Northern lllinois
University in 1990 and a Lifetime Achievement Award in 2009 from the NIU Foundation.

SCOPE AND CONTENT

The James Merritt Collection consists of personal files, correspondence, original work, and
documents related to his academic and theological careers. The collection contains four
series in which folders are organized alphabetically. Files within each folder are organized
chronologically, and documents without designation of date placed after dated materials.

Series one consists of biographical materials, which include family memorabilia, news
clippings, family genealogy, and childhood schoolwork. The second series contains
documents related to Merritt’s academic career, such as correspondence, student work, and
administrative reports and reviews. General correspondence comprises the third series. This
series contains communications with students, academics, and professional institutions not
directly related to other series or folders.

Merritt’s participation in professional associations, societies, and conferences is documented
in the fourth series, which consists of his peers’ conference papers, event materials, and
related correspondence. The fifth series contains original work, including published and
unpublished essays, his conference papers and speech notes, as well as sermons and
materials related to charity activities. Series six and seven contain documents related to
Merritt’s adult education: The sixth series consists of materials related to educational and
philosophical studies, while the seventh consists of theological documents.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

James Willis Merritt was born on June 25, 1913, in Dundalk, Maryland. He began his career
as an educator at the age of 18, teaching fifth graders while fulfilling the requirements for his
Bachelor of Science in Education at John Hopkins University. After graduating in 1943, Merritt
served in a US Navy Pacific fleet stationed in Makalapa, near Pearl Harbor, until 1945.
Afterwards, he resumed his elementary teaching in Baltimore County where he also served a
short period as principal. In 1946, he married Helen Virginia Henry, and in 1947 he completed
his Master’s in Education. He continued graduate course work on campus at Harvard until
1948, when he, Helen, and their young daughter, Deborah, moved to DeKalb, lllinois. In the
same year, Merritt began work at what was then Northern lllinois State Teacher’s College as
an assistant director of Elementary School Student Teaching. He later served as a professor
of education as well as the regional chairman for the Area of History and Philosophy of
Education. While in DeKalb, James continued to work toward his Doctorate of Education
through Harvard University, which he completed in 1951. Until his retirement from Northern
lllinois University in 1979, he participated in a variety of professional societies and conferences
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related to teaching and philosophy and continued graduate course work near home at
University of Chicago and abroad at Cambridge University. He also served as a Fulbright
elementary school lecturer for a year in Japan. After retirement, he completed a Master of
Divinity degree at the Meadville Lombard Theological School, and carried out local pastoral
care and services for the Unitarian Universalist Fellowship of DeKalb, where he was a
founding member.

James and Helen came to spend much of their time in DeKalb involved in preservation and
philanthropy. The couple was active in the preservation of the Gurler House and other
nineteenth century homes in DeKalb. They donated forty acres to DeKalb County, which
became known as the Merritt Prairie, and gave notable gifts to Hope Haven as well as the
Northern lllinois University Library Book fund. The couple also donated multiple works of art to
local libraries, schools and businesses, and endowed Northern lllinois University’s Helen
Merritt Art Scholarship and Award for Distinguished Service in Philosophy of Education.
James was also involved in local politics as a democratic precinct committeeman and through
letters to the editor regarding local conservation and public funding issues. Due to their
commitment to philanthropy and education, James and Helen received a Lifetime
Achievement Award in 2009 from the NIU Foundation. James passed away on December 20,
2010, at the age of 97.

SCOPE AND CONTENT

The Theodore F. Welch collection consists of personal files, correspondence, publications,
reports and course materials related to his career at NIU and his professional interest in
Japan. There are five series within the collection. Researchers should note that W elch also
donated his papers to the University of lllinois. These papers include information on his
involvement in the American Library Association. A listing of these materials can be found in
Box 1, Folder 2.

The first series consists of biographical information, including a biography and vita, as well as
correspondence during his time at Northwestern. The series also includes information on
Welch’s degree from the University of Tokyo. Newspaper articles containing interviews with
Welch complete the collection.

Series two contains information on Welch’s consulting career, including information from the
Japanese Research Office. Welch’s publications and reviews dating from 1971 to 1991
comprise the third series. Researchers should note that several of the publications are in
Japanese.

Series four contains documents on Welch’s career at NIU as both University Library Director
and as a professor in the Foreign Language Department. This series includes information on
his appointment as University Library Director and his change to a professor of Japanese.
Salary and evaluation material are in this series, as well as detailed faculty service reports.
Included in this series are course materials for a Political Science class Welch taught.

Series five consists of information on the formation of a Japanese language program, as well
as course materials for the four language classes Welch taught. Included are textbooks,
syllabi, quizzes and other instructional material.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

Theodore Franklyn Welch was born October 10, 1933 in Los Angeles, California. He
graduated from Huntington Park High School, Hunting Park, California, in 1951. He served in
the Air Force between 1958 and 1962, stationed in both New York and Japan. He earned his
Bachelor of Arts in Music and Asian Studies from University of Southern California in 1963. In
the 1960s, he was primary flutist in the San Francisco Ballet Orchestra. In 1965, he graduated
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from the University of California, Berkeley with his Masters in Library Science. Welch also
received the Kyoikugaku Haushi Degree, the equivalent of a Ph.D. in Library and Information
Science, from the University of Tokyo, in 1976.

Welch was employed at several libraries prior to NIU, including the Library of Congress, the
U.S. Information Service in Tokyo, Japan, and Northwestern University at Evanston, lllinois,
where he served as Executive Director for the study of U.S.-Japan Relations and as a Lecturer
in Japanese. Between 1973 and 1975, while on leave from Northwestern University, he was
the Chief of Information System for the United Nations Centre for Regional Development, in
Nagoya, Japan.

In 1983, Welch was hired at the Director of Libraries at NIU. He worked in this position until
1989. During this time, he raised over $847,000 for the library and served on the President’s
Administrative Cabinet and Council of Deans. In 1989, Welch changed positions and became
a professor of Japanese in the Foreign Language Department. He was instrumental in the
creation of the Japanese Language Program and taught four levels of Japanese, as well as a
Political Science course. Welch taught similar introductory Japanese classs at Kishwaukee
Community College and lllinois Valley Community College between 1987 and 1989.

Welch served on a number of committees, including the American Library Association, the
Japan-U.S. Conferences on Libraries and Information Science in Higher Education, and the
lllinois Library Computer System Policy Council Board of Directors. He also acted as a
consultant for multiple companies and firms. Motorola, the United Nations, General Motors,
International Harvester, United Airlines, Japan’s Ministry of International Trade and Industry,
and Education for Global Involvement all used his skills as interpreter and adviser. He served
on the board of directors for the Japan-American Society of Chicago.

Welch authored, co-authored, or edited five books on Japan, most concerning libraries and
information science. He also wrote forty-seven articles on Japan, four in Japanese, five reports
on library-related subjects, and numerous encyclopedia articles. He received the John Cotton
Dana International Public Relations Award, Certificates of Appreciation from the U.S.
Department of Education and from the Japan Library Association. In 2004, Emperor Akhito of
Japan decorate Welch with the Order of the Rising Sun, Golden Rays with Rosette.

After retiring from NIU in 1999, Welch taught Japanese and was the Director of Development
at the Center for Japanese Studies at Portland State University, and began his own consulting
business, Welch International Consulting.

Welch married Marilyn Schneider on November 26, 1977. He has three daughters, Lianne,
Jeanelle, and Allison.

The records in this collection document the research and professional activities of Dr. Winifred
Creamer from 1970-2013. Contents of this collection are broken up into five series:
Correspondence, Education and Teaching, Field Work, Publications, and Artifacts, and

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

Winifred M. Creamer was born in Shelton, Washington in 1951. She received a B.A. degree in
Anthropology from Radcliffe College in 1974, and her Masters (1979) and Ph.D. (1983) from
Tulane University. After several years with the School of American Research in New Mexico,
Dr. Creamer was hired as Associate Professor at NIU in 1990, and served as the Executive
Director of NIU’s Anthropology Museum. During her time at NIU, Dr. Creamer was the
recipient of several grants, Assistant Director of the Honors Program, an NIU Presidential
Research Professor, and a member of the NIU Presidential Commission on the Status of
Women.

Apart from teaching at NIU, Dr. Creamer took part in several archaeological expeditions in
Central America, the American Southwest, and Peru. These include her position as co-director
of the Proyecto Arqueoldgico Norte Chico and Fulbright post-doctoral fellowships to Honduras
(1985-1986) and Peru (2004).

Over the years, Dr. Creamer attended dozens of meetings of the Southwest Symposium,
Society for American Archaeology, American Anthropological Association, and wrote and
contributed to several books, articles, documentary films, and even appeared on the television
show “The New Explorers” with her colleague and husband, Jonathan Haas, in 1996.

Creamer taught at NIU for 23 years before retiring in 2013. She and her husband, Dr. Haas,
are the parents of three daughters: Amanda, Lyra, and Lillian.

SCOPE AND CONTENT

Ron Modell donated his papers to the University Archives in 2017. The donation dates from
1947 to 2017 and contains records documenting Professor Modell’s career at NIU while
establishing the jazz program in the Visual and Performing Arts College. The collection is
organized into four series: Correspondence and Programs, Scrapbooks (Yearbooks),
Audiovisual, and Artifacts and Awards. The Scrapbooks/Yearbooks were created by Professor
Modell and include programs, newspaper clippings and photographs that documents the NIU
Jazz Ensemble. They are organized chronologically. The Audiovisual series is divided into to
three sub-series: Photographs, Albums, and Reel-to-Reel Recordings. The last series include
the Modell’s awards and trophies and are stored with the University Archives Audiovisual
Collections (RC 11).

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

Ron Modell, a world renowned jazz musician, founded the Northern lllinois University Jazz
Ensemble and directed it for twenty-eight years. Modell had already created a “stage band” at
Southern Methodist University in Texas before arriving at the jazzless NIU in 1969. Over his
career, Modell and the NIU Jazz Ensemble as a whole have played countless shows across
the country and with a number of talented guest musicians. Musician Quincy Jones called on
Modell for help in rehearsing the orchestra that appeared in the 1995 film “Mr. Holland’s
Opus.”
